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1 - Summary

This research is carried out at the Emmaus School, a Christian private school in the South of England. The target group was one class of 25 pupils between the ages of eleven to sixteen years old. 

Subject, purpose and research method 

This research is about the role of media in the life of the teenagers at Emmaus School. It starts with a description of the most important theories about the influence of media on teenagers in general. After that we specify our attention towards the role of media in the life of the teenagers at Emmaus School and we will give a clear description of their media-usage, so we know exactly which media they use. Also we will show which consequences the teenagers, their parents and their teachers experience from the media-usage of the teenagers in their lives and what their vision is of sensible media-usage. 

Our purpose is to give a clear analysis of the situation at the school, regarding the media-usage of the teenagers in Class four, so there will be more knowledge about the actual situation. 

We researched all these points with different methods. We started with literature-study and besides that we did participating observation to get into contact with the pupils. Also we made a survey for Class four, which they filled in and we interviewed the teenagers, parents and teachers. 
Most important results, conclusions and recommendations 

Based on our literature-study we can say that media has got positive and negative influences on the emotions, cognitions and the behaviour of teenagers. The influence depends on which media they use, their personality, biological factors and in which context they are grown (Nikken, 2007). 

With the research we did in Class four we saw that there are differences in how the pupils use media. Some use it a lot, some use it lesser, but they all use media for different purposes. 

In the interviews with the parents and teachers we found out that they can see that media is sending many different messages to teenagers, which are often opposite to Christian values. Although media has got negative consequences, the teachers can also see that media creates opportunities in the education of the pupils. 

The teenagers vision is that it is important to be careful with how you use media. The parent’s and teacher’s vision is that it is important that teenagers use media with discernment and that they don’t watch the media where sin is promoted in. 

Out of the literature we can conclude that there isn’t one general conclusion about the media influence on teenagers. Teenagers are different and they react differently to the media which they use (Nikken, 2007). We also can conclude that the school and the parents will have the biggest influence on the pupils, which can protect them from media influence (Nikken, 2007). Out of our research in the class we can conclude that media has a place in the life of every teenager at Emmaus School, because they all use it for education and entertainment. We can conclude out of the interviews with the parents that they see the need of education and supervision of their pupils’s media-usage. And about the vision we can conclude that, regarding to sensible media-usage, the main opinion from the teachers and parents is that the teenagers have to deal with media with discernment. 

Our recommendation, based on our analysis from the situation at the school, is that it is important for the school to teach the pupils about sensible media-usage and they have to find out how media education can be implemented within the school’s curriculum. Media education is important because media is increasing every day more and more and if they want their pupils to be skilful in sensible media-usage, they have to learn them how they can see what is right and wrong. 

2 - Preface 

Context  

The client of our final thesis is Emmaus School, a Christian private school in England. The school is situated in Staverton, in Trowbridge, which is in the South-West of England. Until twenty years ago there was no Christian education in this area. After a lot of prayers and activities, to make it financially possible, Emmaus School opened in 1997. Every year they struggle to make ends meet. This is because Christian schools are not subsidised by the English government. 

At the school they educate about 60 pupils between the ages of five to sixteen years old. These are divided into a few combination-classes. The class where our research will be focussed on, is the highest class, which contains 25 pupils from eleven to sixteen years old. We chose this age-group because in general this age-group is using more media than younger pupils. 

The school has got the objective to educate the pupils to a high level and to prepare them, with biblical education, for the actual society. They want to adapt to the individual level of the pupils. This is possible because of the low number of pupils in the classes. Emmaus School finds it very important to delegate Christian values to the pupils. They want the pupils to be skilful in making their own biblical and sensible decisions. 

Also when the pupils use media it is necessary for them to make decisions in their usage. The director of the school could see that media is increasing and that it has got a place in the life of the teenagers. She didn’t know exactly which place media has got in the lives of the pupils, neither what their influence is on the teenagers. She wanted to know these answers to see if it is necessary to coach the pupils in their media-usage, so they will use it biblically and sensible. 

We formulated a research-question which helped us to do the research with the purpose to make an analysis of the situation at the school, regarding to the media-usage of the pupils. The question is as follows: ‘What do scientific researches say about the influence from media on teenagers, how do the teenagers from Emmaus School use media, what are the consequences from their media-usage on their daily life and what is the vision on sensible media-usage from the involved people?’. This question had a central place in our research.  
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Content final thesis

In this final thesis we want to describe our research and we will start with a description of the frame and the background of the research, so it is clear why this research is done. After that we will write about the methods we used to find the answers to our main question and sub questions. When that is clear we will present the results of the research. We will start with a theoretical part about the influence of media on teenagers in general. Secondly we will give a clear analysis of the media-usage of pupils at Emmaus School, so that it will be clear what the role of media is in their life. Thirdly we will give an analyses of the vision of the teachers, parents and pupils, with the consequences from media on the daily lives of the pupils and at sensible media-usage. At the end we will draw the conclusions and we will take a critical look at our research. 

3 - Introduction and background project

This chapter is about the background of the research, because it is important to know in which context the research is done and what the points of departure were. We will start with description from the target-group and secondly we will explain the topic of the research. After that the problem definition will get a change and we will also say something about the relevance of the research. When we have explained all these things we will write down our main and sub questions and we will close with the objectives of the research. 

3.1 
Target group  

First we want to say something about the target group of the research. The things we say are based on our interviews with parents, teachers and teenagers and they are also based on our own observations at the school and the things we read at the website of the school. 
In this case the target group is a group of teenagers in England, to be precise the pupils from Class four from Emmaus School. First we will say something in general about these teenagers and the school that they go to. After that we will explain more about their religious background, their family, their friends, their social and cultural environment and we will close with something about their financial situation. 

General information 

Emmaus School is a small Christian private school and because it is a private school, they haven’t got much money, what means that they don’t have the money to buy all the new and modern education materials. 

Class four is a class with 25 pupils between the age of eleven to sixteen years old. The class is mixed with boys and girls, which come from different villages and towns. The pupils in Class four are of different ages, so they are divided in year groups. In a year group the pupils are from the same age. Some of the pupils have got brothers and sisters in the same class. Sometimes they receive lessons with all the pupils together, but they also get lessons in their own year group. Mainly they get lessons in a separated classroom, but also sometimes in the hall of the school, because they get different lessons at the same time. 

We experienced in Class four during our observation, interviews and other contact moments, that the atmosphere is very respectful. One pupil said that being at Emmaus felt for him like being in a family. 

Religious background

Except for two families, all the families at Emmaus School are Christian. They go to several churches: Baptist church, Church of England, Strict Baptist church, Pentecostal, Evangelical and Methodist. Emmaus School is providing Christian education and we could see that this is the main reason why the parents sent their pupils to Emmaus School. They want their pupils to grow up with Christian values. The two non Christian families choose the school, because the school is very small compared to the state schools and they find the education of a good quality. 

Family

We could see that the Christian families want to bring up their pupils with biblical education and biblical values. The parents from the pupils bring a big financial offer when they send their pupils to this school. We heard in the interviews with the parents and the teachers that most of the parents are very involved with the lives of their pupils and their education. We could see that the parents send their pupils to Emmaus School well considered. They also could have sent their pupils to the regular schools, that they don’t have to pay for, but they chose to take the expensive option and send their pupils to Emmaus School, because of the good education. 

Friends

Some of the teenagers have got friends in the class, but because they live far away from each other, they don’t meet each other often outside the school-hours. Some of them have contact with each other outside the school-hours, for example through games, Facebook, mobile phones or MSN, but that is not much.   

Social environment

The Christian families from Emmaus School search for Christian environments, in their families, friends and school. They do this, because they want their pupils to grow up in a Christian atmosphere. For example: the churches in the area organise activities, like a youth club on Friday evening, where they teenagers can go to, so the teenagers will meet other Christian teenagers. 

Cultural environment

The number of Christians in England decreased in the last years. There are also less Christian schools in England. On the streets and in the state schools people experience immorality. In the interviews with the parents, teachers and pupils they told us, for example, that they experience less respect to each other and they hear people using bad language and swearing. 

Finances

There are families at the school which are very wealthy, but there are also families which have to work hard to pay the Christian education for their child(ren). 

3.2 
Topic of research

Now we know more about the target group we will go on with the topic of the research. In this paragraph we will tell more about the reason of this research and the problem behind the problem. 

Reason 

When we got in contact with the director of the school, Mrs. Wiltshire, we discussed with her about the most actual and useful themes where we could research . The director came up with the idea, media. The reason for this theme is that the director could see that media has got an important place in the society and also in the life of some teenagers at Emmaus School. She wanted to know more precisely how the teenagers use media and what the influence of media is in their lives. She didn’t know how big the influence is from media on teenagers and when teenagers are vulnerable to this influence. She finds it important to know more about their media-usage, because it will give an indication about how big the place of media is in their lives and if it is necessary to give more attention to it in the school curriculum. 

Problem behind the problem

As we could see in the subsection above, the problem is that the director doesn’t know how the teenagers from Emmaus School use media and what the influence is from media in their life. But there is also a problem behind this problem and that is related to the objectives of the school, namely that they want to give their pupils biblical founded education and they want to prepare them for the actual society. In the interviews with the teachers from Emmaus School we could see that they find it very important to delegate Christian values to the pupils. With the place of media in the lives of the pupils they are worried that they receive unbiblical messages from the media, which will influence their values and decisions in a wrong way. Therefore the director gave us the instruction to find out more about the influence from media; how the pupils use media and how they can use the it in a sensible way. 

3.3 
Problem definition 

Now we know the topic of the research we want to give a clear description of the problem. We also want to say something about the aspect of the problem which will come back in the further research and at the end of this paragraph we want to demarcate our research.  
Problem definition 

The director of Emmaus School can see that the general development in England is that media gets a bigger place in the lives of teenagers. Media is spreading different messages and examples and some can be against the Christian values which are taught to the pupils at Emmaus School. The director experienced an ignorance about the media-usage from their pupils by herself and the other teachers. They don’t know what the role of media is in the lives of the pupils at Emmaus School. She thinks that media has got an influence on teenagers, but she doesn’t know how big the influence is.  

Aspects of the problem

Out of this problem definition several aspects of what we could do our research about arose:  

· How the media influences the teenagers

· How the pupils use the media

· What the consequences of media are in the daily life of the pupils 

· How the pupils can use media in a sensible way

At the start of our research there wasn’t much knowledge about these aspects and we needed several research methods to find answers to these questions. We will give a description of the methods which we used in chapter four.  

Demarcation from the research

Because media is such a huge subject we needed to demarcate our research. Therefore we used the intervention cycles (Baarda, 2001). The first step in these cycles is to make the problem clear and that is what we did at Emmaus School. There was missing information at the school about the actual situation, so we tried to make a clear analysis of this situation with our research. Therefore we decided that we wouldn’t focus on how the pupils can be coached in their media-usage and how this can have a place in the curriculum of the school. Also we wouldn’t research the methods which can be used to make teenagers strong to resist the media influence, because that part belongs to the design phase from the intervention cycles. 

3.4 
Relevance 

While we were doing our research we discovered that the theme of our research is a very actual theme. It is actual on different levels, namely on the micro, meso and macro level. We want to take a closer look at the relevance of our subject in the light of this three approaches. 

Micro level

Teenagers use media for many purposes, like entertainment, education and socialising. Media has got a place in their life and they can solve all kind of problems or questions with the help of media. They are able to organise activities or stay in contact with friends easily, which makes them more independent. 

Meso level

Media is everywhere and there is more pressure arising from the surroundings to use media. Schools are expecting students to use media for their assignments. Also the social environment often expects people to be in immediate contact with their telephone, email or other media. With media it is easier to maintain contacts from far away. Profile websites like Facebook or an e-mail account can help a lot. Media has also a part in the family life. You can use the media as family together, for example to watch television together, but also individually. Another development in England is the large number of media studies at the university, which show us the relevance and importance to expand the knowledge of media. 

Parents and teachers are sometimes worried about these developments. They are afraid that they lose control of what their pupils are doing with media. These developments are going very fast and we can say that there is a digital gap between adults and teenagers, because teenagers are so much more skilful and quick with media than the older generation. Because media is increasing it is necessary to know more about it, so we can help the parents and teacher to supervise and coach their pupils and be involved with it in a positive way. 

Macro level 

In the world of today we are constantly surrounded by media. Media is increasing every day more and more and it has got a big place in our society. There is communication possible all over the world. Which makes it possible to share loads of information with each other. This can create beautiful opportunities to improve for example medical treatments. Or take a look at the game-world. When you make an account on a game-website, you can game with people from all over the world. 
Globally many countries pay attention to media education. There are programs developed to consume media critically: from how media shape political messages to the increasing pervasiveness of advertising. With these programs the governments from many countries want to help their students to understand the role of information in an increasingly hyper media-age.

3.5 
Main question and sub questions 

Now we know why our research is important we want to go on with the main and sub questions, which we formulate in this chapter. We chose to do an orientation research about the way how media is used by the teenagers at Emmaus School. To make an inventory of the problem, we set up the following main- and sub questions: 

Main question

What do scientific researches say about the influence from media on teenagers, how do the teenagers from Emmaus School use media, what are the consequences from their media-usage on their daily life and what is the vision on sensible media-usage from the involved people?

Explanation from the main question: 

Scientific researchers: researchers who have performed research of the influence of media in the life of teenagers. 

Teenagers from Emmaus School: pupils from Emmaus School in the highest class, between the ages of eleven to sixteen years.

Media-usage: usage from internet, television, video games, online games, films, music, magazines, newspapers, telephones and books.

Daily life: to which activities do they spend their time and how do they behave themselves during their activities. 

Involved people: pupils from Emmaus, teachers, government and parents from the teenagers. 

Sub questions:

1. What have scientific researches revealed about the influence of media on teenagers regarding to their media-usage? 

2. Which media do the teenagers from Emmaus School use and how much time do they spend on it? 


3. Which consequences do the involved people from Emmaus School experience from the media-usage from the teenagers in the daily life of the teenagers? 


a. The teenagers themselves


b. The parents from the teenagers 


c. The teachers from Emmaus School

4. What is the vision of the involved people regarding to sensible media-usage of the teenagers? 


a. The teenagers themselves


b. The teenager’s parents 


c. The teachers of Emmaus School

Explanation sub question 1:

Purpose sub question 1: we want to know the influence media has got on teenagers.  

Scientific researches: we use theory which is grounded on scientific researches.  

Influence: the consequence and effect of the teenagers related to their media usage

Behaviour: the way how teenagers conduct oneself in their life. 

Explanation sub question 2: 

Purpose sub question 2: we want to make an analysis of the total media-usage of the pupils. 
Media which they use:  usage of internet, television, computer-games, films, music, magazines, newspapers and books.

Time: how much time the teenagers spend exactly with their available media.  

Explanation sub question 4:

Purpose sub question 4: we want to know which consequences the concerning people experience at several parts in the lives from the teenagers from Emmaus School.

Consequences: the effect of media usage on the behaviour of the teenagers at home, at school and in their peer group. 

Daily life: how they fill in their day and to what kind of activities they spend their time. 

Explanation sub question 5

Purpose sub question 5: we want to know what the vision is of the concerning people on sensible media usage.  

Vision: which view and opinion the concerning people have about sensible media usage from the teenagers.   

Sensible media-usage: how you can use media in a good way, conform the Christian life conviction.

3.6 
Expectations and objectives from research
In this paragraph we want to say something about expectations which we have from our research and after that we want to show which objectives we formulated for our research. 

Expectations from the research 

We expect that, when we have done our research, that we can answer our main and sub questions. With these answers we hope to make a clear analysis of the media-usage of the pupils at Emmaus School. In this analysis we will show what scientific researches say about the influence of media on teenagers in general. After that we want to show how the pupils from Emmaus School use media, what the consequences are from their media-usage in their daily life and what the vision is from themselves, their parents and their teachers on sensible media-usage. When this is clear, it will be easier for the school to see if it is necessary to implement coaching for the teenagers on their media-usage in the curriculum of the school.  

Objectives of the research

We want to reach several results with our research to the media-usage from the teenagers at Emmaus School. We formulate this in objectives:

· It is clear what scientific researches says about the influence from media on teenagers. 

· There is a clear and complete picture of the media usage of the teenagers at Emmaus School. It is clear what kind of media they use and how much time they spend with it. 

· We know which consequences teachers, parents and pupils experience from media in the daily life of the pupils. 

· It is clear what the vision is from the concerning people (teenagers, parents and teachers) on sensible media-usage from the teenagers at Emmaus School.    

4 – Method

In this chapter we want to give a clear and complete description of the methods we used for our research. We used different methods for the different sub questions. In paragraph 4.1 we will explain the literature-study, which we used to answer sub question one. After that we will describe in paragraph 4.2 the survey and diary, which we used to answer sub question two. And in paragraph 4.3 we will tell more about the interviews we used to answer sub question three and four. 
At the end of this chapter we will say short something about the limitations of our methods. 

4.1 
Literature-study  

The first sub question is about what scientific researches say about the influence of media on teenagers. We studied this question by means of literature-study. In this paragraph we will explain exactly how we did this.  
Method
We decided to do a literature-study to answer this sub question and we wanted to use the most useful literature. Because the developments in media researches are going very fast and researchers discover frequently new things, there is very much literature about media. In this mass of information we had to find our way and we decided that we had to demarcate our search for information. We made up two criterions, which helped us to focus on relevant literature. The first criterion was that we were searching for information about the influence from media-usage on teenager and the second criterion was that the literature that we found had to be based on recent researches. 
Procedure

We started, before we went to England, to collect actual literature about media-usage and the influence from media on teenagers. To get the most actual literature we checked the year of publishing and we used internet to search for recent articles and researches. Secondly we talked with some people which have got knowledge about our subject and knew which literature would be good, actual and trustworthy to use. We bought two books and we also lent some books from the library. 
After we collected all this literature, we had to choose the most useful literature, which we could use for our research. We decided to specify ourselves to read the literature which was actual and also the literature which was specific about the influence from media on teenagers. We started to read the books in the first week of our stay in England. We kept reading them until the first week of April. In that week we decided that we had collected enough information and we didn’t have time to read more literature, because we had to start with the writing of our final thesis. 
Analyses from the data

We made from the books a summery, so we could remember the information better and we could find the information easier when we needed it for our research. For this research we used the information which is giving an answers at sub question one.  

4.2 
Survey and diary 
The second sub question is about the media-usage from the teenagers at Emmaus School and we found an answer at this sub question with the help of a survey and a diary. In this paragraph we will explain more about these methods. 
Method
To find an answer at this question we choose to start with a survey. We chose to take off a survey because we wanted to know pure facts. We made up a big survey with 100 questions and in this survey we asked the pupils many things. We asked general information about who they are(like age, gender and so on), but we also we asked them several things about the media where they have got access. We asked them if they use it and where they use it for. At the end we asked them to fill in some questions about their thoughts about the media which they use. 

Because the survey didn’t give us the information about how much time the teenagers spend with media we choose to let them keep a diary for six days. With this diary we hoped to gain an insight into their media-usage. We could have asked the teenagers in the survey how much time they spend with media, but because we think it is difficult to estimate how much time you spend with something we chose to let them keep the diary for a few days, so they could write it down precisely and just after they used it. 
Respondent 

Because we wanted to make an analysis from Class four we involved all the pupils from this class in our research. We sent a letter to all the parents to ask them permission for their pupils to take part in our research project and they all gave us the permission. 
We did send the teenagers the survey by email or we asked them to fill in the survey at a computer at school. Every teenagers filled in the survey, but from one of the girls the answers are lost because of technical problems. Because we knew general facts about her we could fill in the questions about general information, like to which church she is going and so on. But the more specific questions we couldn’t answer, so some of the graphs will show just the information which we know from the 24 other pupils. 

A few weeks after the survey we gave every pupil a diary, but after all just fifteen pupils gave us their diary back. Not all of the pupils did give it back, because they lost it or forgot it.

Measuring-instrument 

For the survey we used Google Documents. This is a program on internet. We did set up the survey in this program and did sent this to all the teenagers which had their own email-address. For the teenagers which didn’t have their own email-address we opened the survey at school, so they could fill in the questions at the computer in the classroom.  

To set up this survey we used different questions out of a book which we took with us to England (d'Haenens, 2001). We used it as an example and we translated some questions in English to use them in our survey. We choose to take just the questions which could help us to find an answer on our sub-question. The questions from the survey can be found in attachment 4. 
In the diary (see attachment 5) we asked the teenagers to fill in every day which media they used (inclusive title) that day, when (morning, afternoon or evening) they used it, for how long they used it and with whom they used it. We chose to ask them this questions because we wanted to get a more complete view at their media-usage. 


Procedure 

We considered in the first place which information we wanted to collect, so we would be able to give an answer at the sub-question. When we had a clear view on what we wanted to know we set up the questions for the survey and we inserted those questions in Google Documents. 

After that we gave a little presentation in the classroom to explain the survey and to ask for the email-addresses, so we could send the teenagers which have an email-account the survey by email. 

About half of the teenagers had an email-account. For the other teenagers, which didn’t have an email-account, we opened the survey at the computer, so they could make the survey at school. 

When every teenager was finished we opened the document in Google Documents and found out that we had a problem. In the spreadsheet we could see the right data which the teenagers filled in, but in the summary of responses all the data was mixed up, so the graphs were not reliable. 

Because the data was still there we chose to convert all the data into Microsoft Office Excel and with the help of this program we made new graphs, which gave us a good view on which media the teenagers use. 

Because we didn’t have all the information we wanted(we didn’t know yet how much time the teenagers were spending with media), we chose to make the media-diary. We set up a scheme where they could fill in what they were doing, how long they were doing it, when they were doing it and with whom they were doing it. We printed 25 media-journals out and explained to the pupils in Class four what it was and how they had to fill in the diary. We gave every pupil one and they took it home. They had to bring it back to school after six days, so at the fifth day we reminded them about the media-diary. Not everybody brought it back to school the next day and finally we received just fifteen media-journals. We took them home and analyzed them. We didn’t use all the information, because we didn’t need it to answer the sub question. We just looked at which media they used and how long they used it. We did this because it would give us more insight in how much time the pupils spend with the specific media. 

4.3 
Interviews 
In our search for the answer on sub question three and four we used interviews. We interviewed the teenager, the parents and the teacher to discover which consequences they see from media in the daily life of the teenagers and what their vision is on sensible media-usage. We used for the interviews with the teenagers open un-structuralised interviews and for the parents and teachers we used open structuralised interviews. In this paragraph we want to say first something about the interviews with the teenagers and after that we want to say something about our interviews with the parents and teachers. 
Interviews teenagers
Method

For sub question three we needed to know which consequences from media the involved people experience in the daily life of the teenagers and for sub question four we needed to know what their vision is on sensible media.

For the teenagers we chose to gather the data with open unstructured group interviews, because then we were able to ask them deeper questions about specific themes, which came up in the interviews. And we also would be able to discover their thoughts, interest and how they talk together about media when we saw them in a group. 
Respondent 

We chose to divide the group in four groups and have the interviews in the little group. We chose to do this, because in the class there was much difference between the ages from the pupils and the teenagers were shy when they had to talk in a big group, so we thought that we would get a better conversation and a clearer vision on them when we would divide them in little groups. 

We found it a good point to have girls and boys mixed up in the groups, because they have often a different interest and we thought they could provoke the conversation or discussion with each other. When we did the interview three pupils were sick, so they couldn’t join the interviews. 

Measuring-instrument 

We used an open unstructured interview, which can be found in attachment 8. To make the interview questions we focussed ourselves at the information we wanted to know from the pupils. We used two books about research methods, to set up the topics of the interviews (Baarda, 2001 & Michelbrink, 2006). We wanted to lead the interviews to several subjects and therefore we made some questions about the topics of the sub questions. We divided the interview in a few main parts, which are related to our sub questions. We also wrote down some topics in every part of the interview which we could use to give new input in the conversation when that was needed. 

Procedure 

Before we wanted to start the group interviews, we wanted to get in contact with the pupils and build up confidence in our relationship with them, so they would feel free to talk open and honest about their media-usage. We tried to get a better relation with the pupils trough participating observation. We did this in several ways, for instance we worked at the school when they had lessons and we talked with them in the breaks. Also we organized a party in our house for the whole class where we played several games to get to know each other better and build up the confidence. 

After a while, when we built up the relation with them we decided to start with the open unstructured interviews. We did the interviews during school time in a separated room, because we wanted privacy for the answers of the pupils. One of us had a paper with the questions and topics, her task was to ask the question and keep the conversation going. The other one had the laptop and typed everything down what the teenagers said. Sometimes she also asked a question. 

Before we started the interview we told them the purpose of the interview. We wanted to be open about this to stimulate them to be open to us about their media-usage. After that made an appointment of confidence. We made this appointment, so they would feel save and also it would stimulate them to speak open and honest about their media-usage. After that we started with the questions and topics of the interview. We found it important to follow their input in the interview, because we wanted to find out their interests and their thoughts. We guided the interviews in a way that we discussed every topic of the several sub questions. When they said that they like a specific media we searched for it on internet (during the interview) and we showed it on YouTube or Google.  We did this to let everybody know something about the content of that medium; to provoke their reactions and to stimulate their attention for the interview. 

When we were finished we made labels from the topics of the sub questions and we made sub labels of the specific topics where we talked about (see attachment 11). The matching fragments are under those topics. These information we used to answer our sub questions. 

Interviews parents and teachers  
Method

To answer sub question three and four we also needed information from the parents and the teachers. We chose to gather this information with open structuralized interviews. We wanted to structure our interviews, because we needed some specific information to answer our sub questions, but we also wanted them to be open, so we would be free to ask deeper questions when they would say something where we wanted to know more about. We made two interviews, one for the parents and one for the teachers, because they see the pupils in an other perspective. We did this ask all the parents the same questions and all the teachers the same questions. We did this so we could better compare the answers with each other, which increases our validity of the outcomes of the interviews.  

Respondent 

The interviews for the parents contents thirteen questions about the media-usage of their pupils and about their vision on sensible media. The interviews for the teachers contents seventeen questions about what they can see from the influence of media in the life of the pupils and what their vision is on sensible media-usage. For the interviews with the parents we asked all the parents from the pupils from Class four if they wanted to have an interview with us. Thirteen of the sixteen parents wanted to have an interview with us. All the teacher which we asked to have in interview with us wanted to help us and made some time free for an interview. We wanted to interview all the parents of the pupils and all the teacher which are connected with them, because we were doing qualitative research. We also found it very valuable to know the vision of every parent and every teacher, so we could give a complete vision on the topics where we write about in the paragraph of the sub questions.

Most of the time when we had a parent-interview we only interviewed the mother from the pupil. We interviewed ten mothers, two fathers and one married couple. The interviews with the teachers were individual and we interviewed all the teachers who teach the pupils. Some of them teach them often, some of them were teaching them just a few hours. 

We could see and hear in the interviews with the parents and the teachers that they were interested in the theme media, which gave our research a positive and strong impulse, because the parents and teachers were willing to invest time in our interviews and think the questions through. 

Measuring-instrument 

We used open structured interviews, which can be found in attachment 9 (parents) and 10 (teachers). To make these interviews, we determined the information we wanted to know from the parents and teachers. We used two books about research methods, to set up the topics and questions of the interviews (Baarda, 2001 & Michelbrink, 2006). We divided the interviews in different parts, which are related to the sub questions. First we made the topics which had to be in the interview. Secondly we made questions from these topics. We used these sentences as main labels, when we made a label document from the interviews (see attachment 12 and 13). 

Procedure

We made our interview appointments with the parents and teachers by telephone, email or we made them when we saw them at school. We did most of the interviews in a small room at school, where we had privacy to talk. We did three interview with parents at home and also two interviews with teachers we did at home, all the other interviews were at school. 

We did all the interviews with the two of us, one of us asked the questions and the other one typed all the answers down. We chose to start every interview with an explanation of the purpose of the interview and we also told them that the interview was anonymous. After this explanation we asked them all the question from the beginning to the end. Sometimes when we wanted to know more about their answers, we asked some deeper questions. Mainly the interviews with parents were average 45 minutes or one hour. The interviews with the teachers were most of the time longer, average one hour or one and a half.   

With their answers we made label-documents (see attachment 12 and 13). We made one label from every sub question and we made sub labels for the specific topics where we talked about in the interviews. The matching fragments are under those sub labels. With these information we answered the sub question three and four.  

Limitation of the methods 

We used various literature to make a complete as possible theoretical foundation. The disadvantage of the literature that we used mainly is that it is intensified on the Netherlands. We have to deal with a difference in civilisation and we kept that in our mind when we did our research, but we also thought that the similarities between the Dutch and the English teenagers are big enough to use the Dutch literature and researches for the English teenagers. 

Regarding to the interviews, it happened that not the people wanted to cooperate with our research and they didn’t want to talk with us, but that were just two parents. The others all wanted to have an interview with us and that was what we expected, because this research is in their own interest or in the interest of their pupils. 

Also the language was, especially in the beginning of our research, a limitation. To minimalism this as much as possible we tried to make our English better when we were in Holland, by reading English books. Further we looked up a lot of words in our dictionary and that helped us a lot in the time that we were in England.    

5 - Results

5.1 
Sub question one: relevant scientific researches about media influence on teenagers 
Preface

In this chapter we will discuss sub question one and we shall show the outcomes of our literature study, which we will connect with the certainty of Emmaus School. 
The sub question which will be answered in this chapter is:
What have scientific researches revealed about the influence of media on teenagers regarding to their media usage?
Before we started our research in England we collected actual literature about the topic of our research. We found out that there was many literature and scientific researches about the influence of the media on teenagers. Therefore it was important for us to filter the most actual books and researches. We also saw that the developments of media and media usages go very fast, which causes that researches and literature about media go out of date very quick. Although we collected only the actual literature, it was still to much to use it all. Therefore we wanted to make a decision which literature we wanted to use to answer sub question one. We decided to use the literature which is connected with the demand of the teachers and parents and the media usages of the teenagers. To know the demand of the parents we used the outcomes of the interviews. We saw that the parents and teachers were mainly interested in the influence of media on the teenagers. We also wanted to integrate the media usage of the pupils to see which media they use and will influence them. In the text we write a few times about the personal pronoun he and his, but here you can also read her or she. 
We chose to write about the following topics, because they are connected with the demand and interest of the parents and teachers. Secondly we represent this information because we think that parents and teachers can use it in their education and upbringing of the pupils.  
These are the topics we will write about in this chapter:

· Research at media influence

· Process of the influence on teenagers 

· Positive and negative influence from the media

· (online) Video games

· Influence of media violence on the teenager

· Influence of media on social contacts 

· Influence of internet on schoolwork

· Influence of media on identity
Research at media influence

The media usage in the society has grown very fast in the last few years, especially when internet appears. Also the scientists saw the increasing media usage (Nikken, 2007), media was and is a new development. In the last few years there appeared a number of  researches about media influence in the society, but many of them have contradicted outcomes. Some researches proved a positive influence; others proved no influence and quite a few proved a negative influence from media on teenagers (Frankenhuis, 2007). Therefore there isn’t one general true conclusion about the influence of media on teenagers. Another point which makes it impossible to conclude direct influence from media on teenagers is, that those researches are social scientific researches. In those researches it is hard to prove influence because you work with people which think and react in all different ways (Nikken, 2007).  But because of the number of different researches we can give some fundamental judgements, about the way how teenagers can be influenced through the media.

Process of the influence on teenagers 

To explain how teenagers can be influenced through the media, we will discuss first the process of the media influence on the teenager. In the preface of this chapter, we mentioned already that there isn’t a direct influence of media on teenagers. Research have proved that many aspects have a role, which determines how big the influence is on teenagers. A number of theories about the influence of media say that it isn’t easy to influence the behaviour or attitude of teenagers. The observational social learning theory shows how teenagers get influenced and show that it is not easy to influence them. We also have read that several experts choose this theory as one of the best theories about the influence of media (Nikken, 2007), because this theory involve the emotions and cognitions to explain the effects of media influence. 

The observational social learning theory is a theory from the American Bandura (Nikken, 2007). This theory is focussed on the process in the minds of the teenagers. It isn’t about copying the behaviour of role models in the media, but it is about learning new behaviour or ratify behaviour.

The observational learn theory contains four phases, which explain how media influence settle in the teenagers mind and behaviour. 

Phase 1

First of all media influence start with the interest of the teenager, when the teenager don’t have any interest in the subject the effect will almost nothing. When the teenager have interest in the topic which he sees in the media he will give it his attention. This is the first step for media effect on the teenager. 

Phase 2

The pictures which the teenager saw have to be ‘saved’ in his mind, will it come to an effect on the teenager. When the teenager represent, the violence or fantasize about it, it will get a place in his mind. 

Phase 3

Will the violent movies or pictures have influence on the teenager, the teenager need to reproduce the pictures which he has seen, he can copy behaviour in his act or to fantasize about the pictures. 

The influence will be bigger when it is possible for the teenager to copy the behaviour of the media in real life. For example he can copy behaviour from people but not from space shuttles.  

Phase 4

With the motivation process of phase three, the teenager will come to a decision if they want to copy the behaviour or not. Group pressure, own cognitions and values have a role in this decision and finally he will conclude if the behaviour gives him benefits, when he copies the behaviour or not (Nikken, 2007). 

Now we have explained this theory it is clear why media influence depends, for the most part, on the emotions and cognitions. Therefore it is important to know how the emotions and cognitions arise. How the emotions and conditions arise depends on several factors: the personality factors; biological factors and the context. We can divided the context again in: family, parents, school, friends and church. These factors are also used by the General Aggression Model(GAM) from Carnagey & Anderson(2003), to give an understanding how the influence get a place in the behaviour of the teenager, which makes this theory more reliable. 
We shall explain more clear why these factors are important in the process of media influence. To start with the biological factors and the personal factors, these factors have influence on the interest of the teenagers, the topics from his  interest shall get the attention of the teenager. The teenager will ‘save’ the information of his interest in his mind. The context from the teenager has a big effect on the cognitions from the teenager: how the teenager thinks about good and wrong and what kind of values the teenager has. When the context of the teenager don’t tell or show the right values, the media will have more space to influence his values or cognitions and finally his behaviour (Nikken, 2007). Therefore it is important to have the right influence as a context on the teenagers, which will protect him of the media influence. 

Positive and negative influence of media

Now we know the process of the media influence, we will discuss the positive and negative influence of the media. Many times we heard that people directly thought about negative influence of the media, but we saw and have read that there is also many positive influence in the media. For example there are many opportunities in the media for education, communication, entertainment, socializing and personal development. Some parents also saw that the media usage of their pupils inspires them in a creative way of thinking
. Although in these aspects of education, communication, entertainment, socializing  and personal development teenagers can be positive influenced but also negative influenced. It will depend on the process of the influence and which media they use. We want to discuss the different influence in several topics. We based our decision of the topics on the interest of the teachers and parents and on the relevance of the topics for them. 

(online) Video games

We discovered in the surveys and interviews that a part of the pupils of Emmaus school like to play video games. Therefore we wanted to discuss the influence of video games. Games have several influence on the game player, the influence can be again positive and negative. First we will start to explain the positive influence of the video games. The game player can socialize and work together with other players in the game over the whole world. They make and maintain contacts in the game, which can improve their social skills. P. Valkunburg (Valkenburg, P., 2002) discus the positive effects of video games on the cognitions of teenagers. She said that teenagers which play games, have a bigger spatial insight. Gaming does also stimulate creative skills and the motivation to learn, because games are often attractive and challenging. 

For some teenagers there is also a serious negative influence or danger in playing the video games. In recently research they have concluded that psycho-social factors, like loneliness, less social skills and a psychological disorder, for example ADHD or autism, are risk factors for a video game addiction (Lemmens, J., 2010).  The research from J. Lemmens give the recommendation to put game addiction in DSM-IV, because video game addiction shows the same craving to play the games as a drugs addicted person who feel craving to drugs. This scientific research proved also that video games causes aggressive behaviour, especially when teenagers had to quit with the game.  

Another scientific research (De Psycholoog 2010) proved that internet contains attributions which can stimulate to use internet for a long time, because internet and games gives the opportunity to get with less effort a good and a directly reward. We also saw in the practice of Emmaus School that teenagers experience attraction to internet. Parents and pupils told in the interview that they can use internet and play video games for hours. A pupil said: “Sometimes it is hard to quit with something, when I like it. I try to stop with it, when it influence me in a bad way, but that is not easy when it is addictive. When it works addictive, mostly aren’t those things just so nice.”
 In this sentence the pupil give in that it is sometimes hard to stop when he is busy with media, so we also see this process in the practise of Emmaus School. We think that it is good to be aware of the influence of video games, so you can use the positive influence and take care for the negative influence of games. 

Influence of media violence on the teenager

The outcomes of the surveys and interviews showed us that the video games which the pupils play are mainly violent video games. There are also some pupils who like to watch DVD’s with a violent content. Here we see that the pupils come in touch with media violence, therefore we will take a closer look to influence of violence in the media on the teenager.  
We have seen and have read that violence in the media has different effects on the behaviour of teenagers. ‘The’ influence of violence in the media doesn’t exist, because different forms of media violence have different effects and consequences on teenagers. Which is caused through the fact that every child has a different personality, behaviour, cognitions and context (Nikken, 2007). These have all a role in how open the child is for the influence of media violence, which we have explained with the observational social learning theory.  
When a teenager get influenced by media violence it will have a relation with: emotional effects, cognitive effects and effects on the behaviour. We will explain these three effects clearer. To start with emotional effects, which are mainly about physiological excitement and fear. Teenagers can emphasize so much with the game that they get a high physiological excitement (Nikken, 2007). We also have seen the emotional effect of the physiological excitement at the pupils of Emmaus School. A parent from Emmaus School told us that her child has got a nightmare from a particular video game. The other example is that the pupils told us in the  interviews that they feel themselves more energetic or powerful when they have watched an exciting movie.
 Now we discussed the emotional effects we will go to the cognitive effects, which contains the effects of the cognitions of the teenagers. A theory about cognitive effects is the habitation theory (Nikken, 2007). Which means that teenager don’t feel themselves emotional touch when they  have seen media violence a lot and finally become blunt for it. This means that their attitude and cognitions about violent are changed. Scientist call it the desensitizing-effect (Nikken, 2007). We recognized this effect at the pupils of Emmaus School. We saw that the pupils which watch media violence, become blunt for it. Because they say, that after they have seen media violence a lot, they don’t feel anything if they see violence. When they saw violence for the first time in a movie or program they were much more shocked about it. This effects fits in the description of the habitation theory. An other effect is, when a teenagers watch violence it can also stimulates the fantasy, teenager can fantasize with violence thoughts. With those cognitions they come closer to copy the violence which they have watched. Therefore when teenagers watch a lot of violence their cognitions and sense of standards can change to a more acceptable attitude that violence is more acceptable to use (Nikken, 2007). 
We mention also the effects of media violence on the behaviour. A research from Eron ( Eron 1972) saw a relation between watching violence as a child and show aggressive behaviour when they become an adolescent. This research is an older research which makes the conclusion less reliable, but is was a longitudinal research from ten years, which makes it more reliable. An other research conclude that it seems to be that no teenagers is ‘immune’ for the influence of violence on their personality and behaviour (Funk, 2004), also the change is big that those teenagers will put less effort in the society to make it better and their pro social behaviour will decrease and the antisocial behaviour will increase (Nikken, 2007).These conclusions are quiet heavy for the pupils which watch media violence. But we also found a research which conclude that the change is bigger to develop more aggressive behaviour, when the personality of the child has more interest in violence (Zimmerman 2005). This means that not every teenagers is even so vulnerable for the influence of media violence, but with the conclusions from above we still say that the media violence have their influence on the pupils when they watch it.  

Influence of media on social contacts 

The pupils of Emmaus School use also other media which will influence them. We saw that some pupils use the media also for communication, for example Facebook, online games and mobile phones. This communication has again influence on their skills and emotional condition.
Internet can fulfil the need for contact very easily, because internet have many opportunities to get in contact with others, for example with Facebook, chat sites, games etc. To make contact online can be experienced as very positive, especially by teenagers which are shy or have less social skills. Making contact online can be easier, because you are anonymous on internet and you make contact in a verifiable and sheltered place (De Psycholoog, 2010). This is also what some pupils said of Emmaus School, one example which a pupil said is: “I have Facebook. It helps me to stay in contact with my friends. I am not a social type of person, I find it difficult to make contact with people and to stay in contact with friends. Facebook helps me to make contact and to maintain the contacts I have.”  As results of a research (Frankenhuis, 2007) we saw that they conclude that it will help teenagers to develop their social skills when they practise to make contact online. They find it also easier to break of the contacts online, than in real life. Another point is that they have more dare to talk online about more sensitive topics, because they can think longer how to formulate their thoughts;  they don’t have to show their face and they are more anonymous online. Also some pupils told us in the interviews that they find it easier to text or e-mail people that ask it in real life.  
Sometimes people think that real life contacts will be taken down through the online contact, research prove that this isn’t true. Face to face contact won’t become less, when they communicate a lot through the media (Frakenhuis, 2007). Still we see that teenagers contact each other often and easy through the media, which create a more secret world for their selves where parents don’t know anything about. 
Influence of internet on schoolwork

We also want to say something about the role and influence of internet on the homework of the pupils, because parents and pupils told us that the pupils use very often internet to make their school assignments. Parents, teachers and pupils see internet as  a big information source and opportunity to find a lot of information about all kind of subjects. Beside this positive aspect some pupils also told us that they can get lost on internet, when they search for information
. They experience that internet is an open ended journey, because they don’t know where it is leading to. Some parents are also worried about the fact that their pupils use internet for almost every school assignment. Parents and teachers see that the book usage decrease and the internet usages increase
. This development is also showed in our survey of the pupils (see paragraph 5.2). The pupils told us in the survey that it is just an easy way to use internet for assignments. Therefore one of the causes of the increased internet usage can be the fact that internet gives the opportunity to get with less effort a good and a directly reward, which can stimulate their internet usages (De Psycholoog, 2010).

Another point where the parents and teachers
  are worried about is the judgement of the pupils on reliability of the information which they find on internet. They are not the only ones which worry about this, we have seen that education organisations in England see the same development. Therefore they developed education programs to teach the pupils to judge information with a critical view (Mihailidis, 2009). 
Influence of the media on their identity

At last we will say something about the media influence on the identity of the teenagers, because the pupils are in an age where they develop their identity. The pupils are in the adolescently phase and have the task to develop their identity, Ericson (1950). A general age direction for the adolescently phase start on the age of ten years and duress till twenty two. The task to develop and discover their own identity is a complex task and takes many years. To develop their identity they use reactions of people in their surrounding and look for recognition and other recognizable lifestyles like themselves.
With the media they get a lot of opportunities to get in contact with other people and collect more reactions on their activities and they are able to look for recognizable lifestyles, which help to develop and fasten their identity (de Wit, Slot, Van Aken 2007). 

Internet gives opportunities to teenagers to experiment with different identities. They can behave and present their identities differently in online video games, Facebook and chat sites. When teenagers experiment with their identities on internet they will get positive and negative reaction on their activities online, these reaction can help again them to develop their identity in a certain direction (Frankenhuis, 2007).
Ideal pictures and role models in the media

Another aspect which have influence on the identity of the teenagers are ideal pictures and role models. Teenagers find it very important how other people think about their personality and looks (de Wit, Slot, Van Aken, 2007). Therefore teenagers pay much attention to their own looks and compare their looks with others to know if their own looks are alright and beautiful enough. In this perspective media can have a mirror function, because teenagers can compare their selves with the persons which they see in the media. They can reflect their selves to ideal pictures, for example pop idols. The problem is that some teenagers develop the wish to become like a ideal person in the media (Frankhuis, 2007). Those ideal persons are often photo shopped to a beautiful body and looks, teenagers can take the ideal pictures as a normal standard for their own looks and the looks of others. This can develop a low self or body-image or can get dissatisfied with their own looks and body.
There is also an other way how teenagers can look up to people in the media, because teenagers can take out of the media a role model. Teenagers can take role models as example how they want to be and how they want to live. A role model is often a older person where they look up to. Role models can be persons in their surrounding, but it can also be persons in the media. Teenagers shall observe the behaviour and world view of their role model and will try to copy it (de Wit, Slot, Van Aken, 2007). Therefore the role model of teenagers have much influence on the world view and the behaviour of the teenager. Out of the interviews with the pupils we saw that some teenagers look up to professional musicians and sport mans. They told us that they wanted to be even so good as the professionals and tried to copy their behaviour. Here we see that teenagers will copy behaviour from people in the media. Therefore it is important that teenagers have a good role model which give them a good example in lifestyle and world view, than it’s save and alright when teenagers copy their behaviour and world view. 

Cognitive development

Adolescents have also a cognitive development (Piaget 1932), which can also be influenced by the media. In the adolescently phase teenagers will develop skills like ‘combination thinking’. To develop these skills they need also to be in interaction with their surrounding and have also to grow in knowledge (de Wit, Slot, Van Aken 2007). The media can help to get more interaction with their surrounding and grow in knowledge with the communication and education opportunities of the media. This shows that the media can stimulate the cognitive development of the teenagers. Their cognitive development effects also their identity development, because they can use their knowledge and thinking skills in relation with others, which shall provoke different reaction of their surroundings. The teenagers can use these reactions again to form their identity. Another cognitive skill which the teenagers can learn in using the media, is the skill to multitask. They multi task when they use different media in the same time. For example they will learn to make homework, listen to music and talk to friends on Facebook all together (Frankhuis, 2007). We don’t say that it is always a good skill to use, because we doubt on the quality of the productions, when teenagers do many things together on the same time. 
Conclusions

Now we showed all the result of sub question one, we will give the most important conclusions out of these results on sub question one. We can conclude that:

· Media have different influences and consequences on teenagers: which depend on their personality, behaviour, cognitions and context.
· The context of the teenagers can protect them from the influence of media, trough coaching them on their emotional and cognitive development.  

· Media can have positive and negative influences on the teenagers.

5.2 
Sub question two: media-usage from the teenagers Emmaus School 

In this paragraph we want to take a closer look at the media-usage of the pupils at Emmaus School. We want to make an analysis of their media-usage and therefore we formulated sub question two: ‘Which media do the teenagers of Emmaus School use, what is the purpose of their media-usage and how much do they use it’. This question was our point of departure. 
Survey 
In the survey, which we made to research this sub questions, we asked information about different kind of media. We asked them first some general information about who they are, like their age and gender. After that we asked them questions about the media where they have got access to at home. We asked about every medium some questions, to get a complete as possible view on their situation. We did convert the answers, which they filled in at the computer, in graphs. In this chapter can be seen some graphs, but because we have got so many of them we didn’t put them all in this chapter. They graphs which are not in this chapter can be found in attachment 6. 

Media where they have got access to 
We asked the pupils which media they have got at home for common use and which media they have got in their own bedroom. We wanted to know this, because when they have got access to a specific medium it is easier for them to use it than when they do not have access to it at home (Spel, Schoenmakers & Meerkerk, 2009). When they have got internet in their bedroom for example, there is a big change that they will use it more often than when they do not have internet in their own bedroom. 
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Figure 1: media which they have at home for common use. 

In figure one we can see which media they pupils have got at home for common use. Many pupils have got at home media like internet, books and CD’s. Just a few pupils have got a PSP, game-boy or a X-box. 
In figure two we can see which media the pupils have got in their own bedroom, for their own use. 
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Figure 2: media which they have got in their own bedroom. 
When we take a closer look at this two graphs we can see that they haven’t got access to all the media in their own bedroom, where they do have access to in the house. 

We can see that seventeen pupils filled in that they have go a television at home for common use at this question. We know from another question in the survey that just fourteen pupils have got broadcast television at home (see figure 25 in attachment), so there must be some confusion at this point. Probably some pupils filled in that they have got a television at home, because they have got a television set where they can watch movies on, but where they cannot watch normal channels on.  


Telephone 

Except from one pupil, all the pupils have got their own mobile phone, but there is a difference in how much they use it (see figure 3 and 4 in attachment). We could see that the persons which use their telephone more than average are in general the older pupils in the class. The younger pupils from Class four do not use their telephone so much. They use it between zero and two times per day. 

Another interesting thing to know is the purpose where the pupils use their telephone for. We asked this and did process the data in a graph (figure 5). 
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Figure 5: purpose using telephone.

When we take a closer look at figure 5 we can see that the main reason, where the pupils use their telephone for, is to chat with friends and to send text messages. Also making pictures and calling someone are things where they use their telephone for. Only one person is using the telephone for nothing. All the others had at least one activity where they were using their telephone for. 

Television 

Broadcast television 

We asked the pupils if they have got a broadcast television at home and we could see that just fourteen pupils, that less than half of the class, have got a broadcast television at home (see figure 6 in attachment). From the fourteen pupils who have got a television at home, six have got one in their own bedroom (see figure 7 in attachment). 

BBC I-Player 

In the interviews with the parents we asked them also if they have got a television at home and they gave us the same answer as their child. But in the interviews with the parents we also discovered something which didn’t come out of the survey, namely that all the families which do not have a broadcast television at home, watch specific programs which they want to see on BBC I-Player. This is a website where you can watch programs which have been on television. 
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We took a closer look at the data to see if there is a link between the church domination and the possession of a television. This is reproduced in figure 8. What we can see is that in the more strict churches (Strict Baptist church and Baptist church) there are more families without a broadcast television. 



Figure 8: church domination and possession of a television. 

Programs 

We asked the pupils which programs they watch when they watch television or what they watch on BBC I-Player. Their response was very varied, only a few titles where filled in more than one time. 
Top Gear was a program which is mentioned by four pupils. Family guy, Lark rise to Candle ford and Katie Price were mentioned two or three times. The other titles were mentioned just once are. 
Radio

Every pupil has got a radio at home, but only eleven pupils have got a radio in their own bedroom (see attachment for figure 9 and 10).

We asked the pupils if they are listening to the radio while they are doing something else and we also asked them what they are doing while they listen to the radio. Figure 11 shows the response at this questions. Quite a few pupils are listening to the radio while they doing their homework and while they are travelling. Some of them are listening to the radio sometimes and some more often. 
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Figure 11: what do they do when they listen to the radio? 

And when they listen to the radio, they listen to several radio channels. We can see that FM Heart is the most popular channel and after that Kiss 101, Radio 1, Radio 2 and Classic FM (see figure 12 in attachment). 

Computer 

All the pupils in Class four have got a computer or a laptop at home and five of them have got a computer or a laptop at their own bedroom (see figure 13 and 14 in attachment). 

The pupils use the computer for different purposes and figure 15 shows for which purpose they use the computer. 
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Figure 15: purpose of using the computer 

Figure 15 shows us that the pupils use the computer mainly for their homework or to use internet. Also watching movies, listening music and playing online games are quite popular. 
When we take a closer look at the games, we can see that games are more popular among boys. Just six girls do play games, whereas nineteen boys do play games. And when they play games, they play more the online games than the video games (see figure 16 in attachment).  

We wanted to know more precisely which games they play, because there are big differences between games, so we made a graph about the games which they use exactly (figure 17). 
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Figure 17: video games which they play. 

Video games can be classified in different categories (Funk, 1995): 

General Entertainment (GE) The main action is a story or game with no fighting or destruction.

Educational (ED) The main action involves learning new information or figuring out new ways to use information.

Fantasy Violence (FV) The main action is a story where a cartoon character must fight or destroy things and avoid being killed or destroyed while trying to reach a goal, rescue someone, or escape from something.

Human Violence (HV) The main action is a story where a human character must fight or destroy things and avoid being killed or destroyed while trying to reach a goal, rescue someone, or escape from something.

Nonviolent Sports (SP) The main action is sports without fighting or destruction.

Sports Violence (SV) The main action is sports with fighting or destruction.

We played the video games in the house of a teenager and based on our observations we classified the games which the pupils play in the different categories: 

Battlefield, Command and conquer, Call of duty and Modern Warfare 2 are human violence games. This games are very similar to real life and the main action is fighting to reach a goal. 

Runescape, Adventure Quest and World of War Craft are fantasy violence games. The characters in this games have to reach a goal, when it is needed, with fighting. The characters look very unreal. 

The last game, Need for speed, is a nonviolent sport game. This is a game without fighting or destruction. In this game the main action is to go with a car as fast as possible trough a track. 

Internet

One of the main things where the pupils use their computer for is to use internet. In Class four every pupil has got internet at home and nine pupils have got access to internet in their own bedroom (see figure 18 and 19 in attachment). 

Because we read in literature that when teenagers have got access to internet in their own bedroom, they will use it easily more often (Spel, Schoenmakers and Meerkerk, 2009). We became curious and asked the pupils at Emmaus where they use internet mainly. They mainly use it at school and in the living room. Just a few use it in their own room or on an office or study-room at home. One pupil is using it mainly at the top-floor (see figure 20 in attachment).  

When the pupils use internet, they use it for different purposes. In figure 21 we show for which purposes the pupils use internet. 
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Figure 21: purpose of using internet. 

As we can see in figure 21, many pupils use internet for their homework. Also searching for information, checking email, listening music and playing games are quite popular. 

Beside asking where the pupils use internet for, we also asked them on which websites they have got an account, so we got more insight in the websites which they visit. Hotmail, Facebook and MSN are the main websites where they have got an account (see figure 22 in attachment).  
Facebook is a social network site, where you have to be thirteen for if you want to make an account on it. We could see that all the pupils which have a Facebook-account in Class four are thirteen years old or older. Also we could see that how older the pupils are, how more pupils have got a Facebook-account in the year-group. This can be seen in figure 23. 
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Figure 23: percent from the pupils which have a Facebook-account in the different age-groups. 

Both we made a Facebook-account for ourselves, so we could take a look at the Facebook-accounts of the pupils. We could see that most of them were quite active at the website. They put pictures on it and write little messages to each other. 
YouTube, a website where it is not necessary to have an account, is also quite popular. We found out that 75% from the pupils is visiting YouTube (see figure 24 in attachment). 

In the survey we also asked the pupils if they watch television on BBC I-Player. We connected this with their possession of a television and we can see that all the pupils, which do not have a broadcast television at home, watch programs on BBC I-Player (see figure 25 in attachment). Also we can see that half of the group pupils, which do have a television at home, is watching programs on BBC I-Player. We don’t know what the reason is that they do this, but probably they watch the programs which they missed. 

Newspaper 

The newspaper is not a very popular medium in the class. Just a few families from Class four buy a newspaper every day (see figure 26 in attachment), to be precise just 17% is buying a newspaper every day. This doesn’t say something about the families which maybe buy sometimes a newspaper, but just not every day. 

There are more pupils than just that 17% which read the newspaper sometimes. In figure 27 (see attachment) we can see that 32% from the pupils is reading the newspaper every day or once per week. The other 68% is never reading a newspaper. We don’t know where the pupils, who read the newspaper, read this medium.  

When the pupil read a newspaper they read different newspapers and different articles. We can see that The Telegraph is a popular newspaper and also The Times is read by some of the pupils, but also other newspapers are only read sometimes (see figure 28 in attachment). 
When the pupils read a newspaper, they mainly read national news, sport news and international news (see figure 29 in attachment). Other articles are read very less.  

Books

Most of the pupils from Class four like to read a book for entertainment, to be precise 84% of the pupils filled in that they like it (see figure 30 in attachment).  

We could see that there is a difference in how often the pupils read a book. It is interesting to see that 33% from the class is reading one or more books per week and 21% percent is reading one book per two weeks. The other 46% is reading a book once per month, once per two or three months or just two per year (see figure 31 in attachment).  

When the pupils are reading they read different things. We asked the pupils which books they like and they gave us a various answer. Adventure books are the most popular books to read among the pupils from Class four. In figure 32 there can be seen what kind of books they read. We can that religious books are on the second place. 
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Figure 32: what do they read when they read? 

We also wanted to know why the pupils are reading the books which they read, so we asked them this question and we could see that the main-reason is entertainment. But not only entertainment is an important reason for them to read books, also the reason that they have to read them for school is quite important (see figure 33 in attachment). 

Stereo 

All the families from Class four have got a stereo at home and 67% of the pupils has got a stereo in their own bedroom (see figure 34 and 35 in attachment). They use it mainly to listen to CD’s (see figure 36 in attachment) and quite a few pupils are listening to the music while they make their homework (see figure 37 in attachment). Later on in this chapter we will write more about the subject ‘music’. 

Magazines 

Out of the survey came that only a few pupils (17%) have got a subscription to a magazine at home (see figure 38 in attachment). But we can see that more than half of the class is buying a magazine in a store (see figure 39 in attachment). We don’t know how often they buy a magazine, but we know that they sometimes buy it. 

When they buy magazines they buy different kind of magazines. Magazines about cars, sport and animals are the most popular magazines (see figure 40 in attachment). 

Game-zone  

There are many different game-computers, like the Nintendo DS, the Wii and the Play-station, which are used by pupils nowadays. Also the pupils at Emmaus School have got some of the game-computers. They mainly have got a Nintendo DS or a Wii (see figure 41 in attachment). 
Movies 
Movies are popular in Class four. Except of one pupil, all the pupils filled in, in the survey, that they like to watch movies (see figure 42 in attachment) and all the pupils have got the possibility at home to watch a movie (see figure 43 in attachment). 

We also asked the pupils with whom they mainly watch movies, when they watch movies. We could see that 35% of the pupils is mainly watching movies together with their parents. From the pupils which were left 43% is watching movies mainly alone and 22% is watching movies mainly with friends (see figure 44 in attachment). 

When pupils watch movies they watch different kind of movies and most of the pupils filled in that they like different genres. Figure 45 shows which genres are popular. Adventure is the most popular genre and also comedy’s, cartoons and war-films are popular. 
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Figure 45: which genre do the pupils like? 

Opinion about the role from media in their life

We asked the pupils some questions about the role of media in their life, because this might say something about how much they use it and about the purpose where they use media for. 
We asked them if they could imagine a life without media and we could see that more than half of the class couldn’t imagine a life without media (see figure 46 in attachment). When we asked them the question if they can live without media, their response was more various than at the question about their imagination of a life without media, but still many pupils agreed with the statement that they can’t live without media (see figure 47 in attachment).  

We asked the pupils if they use the media to learn things and also if they use media to entertain themselves. On both the questions we got almost the same unequivocal answer, namely that they agree with the statement that they use media for both the purposes (see figure 48 and 49 in attachment). 

We also wanted to know if the pupils use media to be a part of the group, because this will show us something about the purpose where they use media for. We searched for the answer by asking if they use media so they can talk about it with their friends and we could see that most of the pupils agreed with this statement. Just five pupils answered that they don’t know if they do this or they answered that they don’t agree with this statement (see figure 50 in attachment). 

Popularity different media

We tried to find out how popular the different kind of media are, because we think that this might say something about how much they it. We asked all the pupils to fill in about every single medium if they like this medium or they don’t like it. This gave us a very clear view on what they like. We could see that magazines, internet, telephones, music, television, online games, films and books are popular media. The newspaper and online games are not as popular as the other media (see attachment 52 till 62 in attachment). 
Top five
We wanted to know more precisely how much the pupils use media. That is what we found out with the media-diary, which the pupils kept for six days. Out of this data-source came that the television is the medium where they spend most of their media-hours with. On the second place came the computer, on the third place games, on the fourth place books and on fifth place music (see attachment 7). 
Conclusion 

We can conclude out of the results from sub question two that the pupils of Emmaus School use various media (see figure 4, 11, 16, 27, 31, 40, 44, 52-62), but there is a difference between the pupils in which media they use, for example some like to play games while others don’t like to play games. The differences in media-usage are depending on different factors, like the church where they go to, their gender, their age, the fact if they have got access to the medium which they want to use at home and their interest (see figure 8, 16, 23, 25 and 52-62).  

The pupils use media for different purposes. Entertainment is one of the purposes where they use internet for (see figure 49), the reason that they have to use it for school is a purpose of their media-usage (see figure 21 and 33) and they also use it because they want to talk about it with their friends (see figure 50). 
In the frequency of their media-usage are also differences and we can see that their interest has got for instance an influence on this (see figure 27 and 31 in attachment).  

5.3 
Sub question three: consequences from media-usage on the daily life from the teenagers 

In paragraph 5.2 we wrote about the media which the pupils use exactly and what the place of this media is in their lives. In this paragraph we will show the consequences of media in the lives of the pupils, which are experienced by the involved persons. We collected the data to answer the sub question by means of: group interviews with the pupils and individual interviews with the parents and teachers. We described in chapter four the method of these interviews. 

The source of this chapter are only the three label documents of the interviews with the pupils, parents and teachers. The label documents can be found in attachment 11, 12 and 13. We will represent the opinion and experience about the consequences of the media in an objective way, without literature or our opinion and experience. 

The sub question which will be answered in this chapter is:

Which consequences do the involved people of Emmaus School experience from the media-usage of the teenagers in the daily life of the teenagers? 


a. The teenagers themselves


b. The parents from the teenagers 


c. The teachers from Emmaus School

In the structure of this chapter we will represent first the consequences which are mentioned by the pupils in the group interviews, after that we will write about the opinion and experience of the parents and we will close with the teacher, what they said about the consequences they see at the pupils. At the end we will give the most important conclusions out of this chapter on sub question three. 

Representing of the opinion of the pupils 

We divided the pupils of the class in four little groups to interview them. We will represent the outcomes of the group interviews in four reports. We couldn’t summery the answers from the four groups together, because they give to different answers to summery it. How we did the group interviews exactly is explained in chapter four. In this paragraph we will start to represent the vision of group one, which are the oldest pupils and we will close with group four which are the youngest pupils. 
Opinion and experience of the pupils about the consequences of the media in their lives

Group one

We want to start with the oldest pupils from Class four. This are the pupils from fifteen and sixteen years old. In this group we spoke about the consequences of movies and Facebook in their lives. We will represent their opinion and experience about these topics in the following text. 
Violent movies

We started to talk about violence in the media, the experience of a part of the pupils, which watch often violence, is that they get used to the violence which they see. In the beginning they experienced it as shocking or frightening, but when they see it often they get used to it and it isn’t so shocking or frightening as in the beginning. 

Movies

About the consequences from movies, in general the pupils said that they often empathize with the people which they see in the movies. They experienced that they become sad when they watch a sad movie or become glad when they watch a movie with a very happy story. For some of the pupils sad feelings which come from movies, are a reason to stop watching the movie. 

But movies don’t have always this effect on pupils. There are also examples from pupils who watch a movie and do not feel sad after seeing it. 

Facebook

In the eyes of the pupils a consequence from Facebook is that it can take a lot of their time. Having a Facebook-account makes them going on internet, because it makes an appeal to them. 
Group two 

The next group which we interviewed is the group with pupils from thirteen and fourteen years old. With this pupils we spoke mainly about the consequence of playing video games. 

Games

The pupils think that games can influence other people, but the games do not have an influence on themselves. But they also said about games that they get frustrated when a game is not going as they want it to go or when they lose the game. They also experienced that when they are successful in a game, they want play it more. 
Group three 

This group, consist of the pupils from thirteen years old. In this group we spoke about the consequences from mobile phones, internet, movies and of the influence from media in general on their feelings and behaviour. 

Mobile phone

The consequence from the mobile phone, which the pupils experience in their life, is that it causes groups-pressure. They can see that they want to have a telephone, because all the others have got a telephone. 

Another consequence which the pupils experience from the telephone is that they are able to communicate and organise things faster. They say that they can easily phone someone and make an appointment,  but a disadvantage is that it cost a lot of money. 
Influence from internet and movies

Different pupils have got the opinion that media has got an influence, those influences can be good, but also bad. As an example they told that hearing bad language can cause that they use the words by themselves. 

Another influence which is experienced through some pupils, is that seeing a professional sportsman or someone who can do something else very good, causes that the pupils want to be as good as this person. It makes them wanting to be like the person which they see. 

Media influence on feelings and behaviour

An consequence from internet is that it can makes them feel better. Some of the pupils go on internet when they are feeling sad. They go and look for things which cheers them up, like websites or movies about their hobby. When they win an online game it gives them good feelings. Also listening to music helps to let them think of something else, in case when you have pain. 

The pupils also say that they learn things from internet. When they watch, for example sport-movies, they can learn new techniques of it. The pupils see learning of media as a good consequence, because it makes them better in something, like being good in sport.  

Group four

The last group we interviewed was the group with the youngest pupils from Class four. These pupils are eleven or twelve years old. In this group we spoke with them about unwanted pictures on internet and swearing in the media. 

Unwanted information on internet

A not so nice consequence from internet which is experienced by the pupils, is that there is so much information on it and the information can be right or wrong. When the pupils search for something, like a picture which they need for their homework, they get sometimes pictures on their screen which they don’t want to see. These pictures are unwanted, but they come up by themselves on the websites which they visit. This is a consequence which the pupils do not like.  

Swearing

In group four we spoke with the pupils about the consequence of swearing in the media, namely that when you hear often swearing you can tempt to say the words too, even if you do not want to say them. The pupils experienced that you sometimes say the bad words faster, before you realise what you are saying. In their eyes you can use the bad language although you don’t want to use it. 
Opinion and experience of the parents about the consequences of the media in their lives

Now we saw what the experiences are of the pupils we want to go further with the opinion and experience of the parents about consequences of the media in the life of their pupils. We did split up this part in two smaller parts, namely the consequences of media on the behaviour of their child and the consequences of media on their position as a parent. 
Consequences from media on the behaviour of the pupils 

We start with the opinion of the parents about the consequences of media on the behaviour of their pupils. All the parent see several influences and effects of media on the behaviour of their pupils, which we will represent in the following part. In this part we will give the opinion and experience of the parents about:  personal behaviour, television and DVD’s, games, Facebook and schoolwork. We choose these topic, because they come back in the interviews. 
Personal behaviour

Everything what you see or hear has got impact on you in the eyes of the parents. An effect from media, which some parents experience, is that pupils get more sneaky and less obedient through the media. The reason for this, in the eyes from the parent is, that they have got a bigger sense of themselves and feel themselves more important. They think that one of the reasons for this behaviour can be that knowledge gives them power. 

Television and DVD’s

In the first place parents mentioned that their pupils copy behaviour, words or a kind of attitude from television or movies in their own behaviour. Parents which also have younger pupils told us that the younger ones copy more behaviour from the persons which they see on television. 

Games

Games do causes different consequences in the eyes of the parents. The first consequence which they mention is that pupils which play a lot of games can isolate themselves from their surroundings. They also experienced that when their pupils play a video game, they are so much involved that it is hard to stop them in their game. Also less obedient behaviour and more frustrated reactions are experienced by the parents on their pupils as consequences which can be caused by video or online games. Another negative consequence from games is that it can causes nightmares. 
A good consequence from online games in the eyes from the parents is that the pupils make online friendship and they communicate with other game players.  

Also something what is seen as a negative consequence from games is that pupils are faster bored, when they do not have a game. They don’t know what else they can do. 

Facebook

At this point the opinion from the parents is divided. Some of them have got the opinion that Facebook is a good thing, because it stimulates to make more friends and it is easier to communicate with friends far away. But there is also the opinion among the parents that they see pupils which are constantly busy with their Facebook-account. They want to put all the time pictures of themselves on it, to show other people who they are.
Schoolwork

Parents can see that there are consequences from media at the schoolwork from the pupils. One consequence which parents see that pupils find it harder to give priority to their homework, because they prefer to other activities than doing homework. Although pupils maybe want to do other things, most of the families have got the rule that they first need to finish their homework before they are allowed to go on the computer or to watch television for entertaining. 

Most of the parents see internet as a very helpful medium for their children to make their homework, because they can find a lot of information on internet and that can extend their knowledge. A few parents find it also a dangers when their pupils look for all the information on internet, because they see that they will copy and paste a lot of information to their own assignment. When they make their assignments in this way they don’t read the information very well and they won’t learn to put the information in their own words. For several parents it is important that they keep  using books for their assignments and consider the information they read.  

Media influence on the position of the parents
Most of the parents said that in their eyes their pupils know more about internet than they know. 

Some of the parents use the knowledge from their pupils to let them teach themselves by the pupils about how to use internet. A few parents find it a good point that pupils teach their parent about how to use internet, because the pupils will feel themselves proud and important when they can teach their parents about internet. 
The parents see also the influence of the television on the position as a parent. In the opinion of the parents, the television is teaching things to pupils. Which can become a danger when the parents don’t teach their pupils, because than the television will take over the place of the parents and pupils will take over the worldview and behaviour of the television.  

Therefore a consequence which comes from television is, that parents have to talk more with their pupils about worldview and values. Because of this they experience more conversation, which make sometimes the relationship with their pupils more open. 

At last a consequence from the media is that parents need to make rules about the media usage of their pupils. These rules reinforce the authority of the parent, because they have to make rules and make sure that their pupils keep the rules. 

Opinion and experience of the teachers about the consequences of the media in their lives
We also want to report what the teacher of Emmaus School think about the consequences of media in the daily life of the pupils. We divided their opinion and experience in three parts. In the first place we want to take a look at the consequences on the social-emotional development from the pupils. After that we will say something about the consequences of media on the behaviour of the pupils and we will close with a part about the consequences from media on the moral development from the pupils. 

Consequences on the social-emotional development of the pupils.  
In this part we will discuss the following topics: social skills, self-image, friendship, managing conflict and aggression, general knowledge and other striking differences of the increasing media. We chose this topics because they came back in our interviews with the teachers. 

Social skills

The teachers have almost an unequivocal  opinion that media has got a negative influence on the social skills of the pupils. Beside that teachers can also see that pupils can develop different skills to communicate with the available media. Another negative consequence which is mentioned by the teacher is, that some pupils have more difficulty to make eye-contact, they look shy, reserved or unsure about themselves. Some teachers say that a reason for this could be that pupils nowadays go less outside then in the past, they prefer to stay at home and spend time on their computer. The effect of this can be seen in the communication of them with each other. But this is more applicable on teenagers in general. The pupils of Emmaus school are different in the eyes of the teachers. They told us that the pupils from Emmaus are social very good, they have, as much social skills as pupils had in the past. The reason, that the pupils of Emmaus School have got better social skills, is that the pupils of Emmaus School can be found in the combination of the school, home and their church. These three surroundings work together, which causes this good situation. When one of them isn’t working properly, the problem will start . 

Being involved to each other 

The teachers see that pupils communicate more and more through media. On one side they don’t find it a good point, because it can makes it more difficult for them to make contact in real life. But on the other side they cannot say how involved they would be with each other when they wouldn’t have the media, because this pupils are never seen without the media. 

But although teenagers in general maybe are less involved with each other, at Emmaus School you can see that pupils do have the chance to make more longer lasting friendships and they are more involved with each other because it is a small school. 
Self-image 

Teachers can see effect of the media on the body-image of girls. These days in magazines and on the television there are often very slim girls which seem to be perfect. In the opinion of the teachers this effects how the girls look at their own body. It can happen that they find themselves less beautiful and if the worst comes to the worst it can cause anorexia and so on. 
On boys the media effect is difference. They also might be influenced by what they see on the television or what they see in magazines, but they will go to sport, to train their mussels. Teachers also said that there are no problems with this media effect at the pupils of Emmaus School. The school is different from other schools, because it is small and it is Christian. This causes that there is more confident and respect to each other. 

Friendship
All the teachers agree with the statement that pupils nowadays use the modern technology to stay in contact with each other. Pupils text to each other with their mobile phone, send each other emails and post messages at each other’s Facebook-account. The majority of the teachers have got the opinion that this keeps them away of seeing each other in real life. An other effect they mention is the fast communication in the media. Which can cause stress, because pupils are 24 hours per day watching over their telephone. They are constantly waiting for something news and that causes stress in the eyes of some teachers. 

But also a part of the teachers has got the opinion that friendship can come in a different light with the media. Because when pupils are anticipating at social network-sites, they can feel themselves a part of the group and that’s nice for them. Also modern media and technology of these days can also be quite good for their friendships, because when they play together with the media it will give interaction between each other. 

Managing conflicts and aggression 

The teachers don’t see directly consequences in the classroom of violent games or movies. The only thing they can see is that pupils in Class four know a lot about guns and so on and talk about it with each other. They know this because a few pupils play the violent games. 

General knowledge of the pupils

The majority of the teachers has got the opinion that the general knowledge of pupils nowadays is less than that it was in the past, they see this also at Emmaus School. Teachers see that pupils know more about computers, mobile phones, music and games, but they don’t know much about the culture and history from England. A reason can be that pupils don’t read so much as in the past. They watch television now and the programs which they watch are not to inform them, but to entertain them. Another effect of less reading is, that the pupils do not think things trough. They don’t ask questions and they do not think as well as people did in the past. You can see a kind of laziness at the pupils. In the past people did considerate more. The reason for this is that there is nowadays very much media in peoples life. When you watch television you just have to take what is coming up, you do not have to do anything by yourself and that causes the laziness. 

The third effect of media on general knowledge can be seen especially at the spelling-faults from the pupils. The pupils depend too much on the spellchecker and they don’t know how to spell words. So the general knowledge of the English language is more worse than in the past. 

Another aspect is that they don’t use libraries so much. They pick up very easy information of the internet and don’t look for it in books. The bad thing of this is that, when they look for information on internet, they just have to copy and paste it. When they go to the library they need to write down what they found and when they do that, it will stay in their mind. 

Although the majority of the teachers has got the opinion that pupils nowadays have got less general knowledge, there is a minority which has got the opinion that pupils have got more knowledge. The reason for this is that they have got more access to a lot of information and they can find an answer on any question they have. In the past it was more difficult to find answers on your questions, particularly when it was a question where you felt ashamed about to talk about with your family. Because they have got more access to knowledge and know more about stuff at a younger age, they grow up faster. But although pupils have got more knowledge, they don’t know how to use it.  

Other striking differences of the increasing media  

A consequence of media which is noticed by the teachers, is that it is nowadays easier for pupils to have a secret world. In the past you didn’t have so much possibilities to communicate with each other in secret. Nowadays there are much more facilities, like internet and mobile phones, which make it easier to communicate privately. 

A positive consequence of the increasing media is that pupils nowadays are more confident with technique. Older people didn’t grew up with it, for them it is harder to use it. For pupils it is easier, because they used it at a young age and they know very well how to use it. 
A negative consequence from media is that pupils from these days are not capable enough anymore to entertain themselves, because they are used to a lot of entertainment. 
Now we have summarised the opinion and experience of the teachers about the media influence on the social-development, we go further to the next topic about the consequences on the behaviour of the pupils. 

Consequence of the media on the behaviour of the pupils 

In this part of the consequences on the behaviour, we will discuss the following topics: respect, relationship with parents, concentration in the lessons, group pressure and other media  influence. We choose these topics, because they came back in the interviews with the teachers. 
Respect 
We asked the teachers if they could see a difference in the behaviour of pupils regarding to their contact with the teachers. The teachers have got the opinion that in general there is less respect for teachers. This is partly a consequence from media, because pupils see bad examples on television, which they can copy. At Emmaus School there is more respect for teachers, because as teachers they need to maintain the authority and discipline at the school, which makes that the pupils will respect them. 
Relationship with parents
Also at this point the opinion is that pupils have got less respect in these days for parents than in the past. A reason for this is that they tend to do more things together as a family in the past than that they do with each other today. Pupils spend more time with media, what can cause that they talk less with their family. 

But also at this point the teachers have got the opinion that there is a different atmosphere at Emmaus School than at state schools. The reason for this is that Emmaus School is an old fashion school where you can see that there is real good contact between each other. But although the parents and pupils seem to have good relations. Television has got an impact on the authority of the parents, because the pupils see different ways of living at the television and that makes them deciding more for themselves. They have more information and examples where they can choose between, so they do not directly believe anymore what their parents are telling. 

Concentration in the lessons
The majority from the teachers has got the opinion that the concentration in the lessons is more worse than in the past. A reason for this can be found in the media, because media is entertaining the pupils. They just need to sit in front of the television and let the television entertain them and that makes it hard for them to concentrate themselves in the lessons. 

Group pressure

In the eyes of the teachers there is a pressure in the society on how you have to look and what you have to wear. The media has got a big influence on this. But in the eyes of the teachers, the situation at Emmaus School is a difference. There is not such a big pressure, because it is oké to be different at Emmaus School. But even if there is not such a big pressure at Emmaus, there is always a kind of pressure, because teenagers don’t want to be different, which is a common thing for pupils. 

Other media influence 
Another consequence, which teachers see is that parents are afraid that there will happen something dangerous to their child, when it is going outside. There is so much media, they know every dangerous thing what is happening in the society, so they prefer often that their pupils stay inside the house, which will stimulating their media-usage. 

Consequences of the media on the morel development and values of the pupils 
In this part of the consequences on the morel development of the pupils, we will represent what the teachers said about the following topics out of the interviews: influence of the media on moral development and values, being involved to each other and personal believe. 
Influence of the media on moral development and values  
The majority of the teachers has got the opinion that media has got a bad influence on the moral development of pupils, because it shows a non-Christian life-style which isn’t a good life-style and pupils can take it over. For example pupils can see things on television which can stimulates them to have quickly different relationships after each other and have sex before their marriage. 

Another effect the teachers mention, is that pupils get used to violence, because they see it so much. They will lose their sensibility and won’t be impressed when they see people on television which are murdered. 

Personal believe
In the eyes of the teacher media can have a bad influence on the personal believe from the pupils. They see bad examples on the television, like drinking alcohol, using drugs and bad language. When they listen to this they have got a bigger temptation to do the same things. 

Conclusions
Now we showed all the result of sub question three, we will give the most important conclusions on sub question three. We will represent the conclusions separated of the pupils, parents and teachers. We can conclude that:

Pupils 

· The pupils experience that some media have influence on their sad and happy emotions.

· Some pupils copy behaviour from music or sports professionals, because they see that they can learn from the sport or music professional.  

· Pupils which watch often violence in the media become blunt for it.

Parents

· Parents see positive and negative consequences of the media in the lives of their pupils.

· Some parents see that their pupils copy behaviour out of the media in their own life.

· Parents see different consequences from media in the life of their pupils. 

· Some parents with pupils which play video games, experience that their pupils become more crimpy, less responsive, less tolerant and more disrespectable to people in the surrounding, when they played the game for a long time.
Teachers
· Teachers see a big difference in the influence of media between the behaviour of the pupils of Emmaus School and the pupils of state schools.

· Teachers see that the pupils have more knowledge about topics of their interest and less about culture and history of England.
· Teachers think that pupils experience a bigger temptation, when they use non-Christian media to try out these non-Christian life-styles. 

5.4 
Vision on sensible media-usage 

In paragraph 5.3 we wrote about which consequences the teenagers, parents and teachers can see of media in the life of the pupils. Now we know which consequences they all see, we want to show what their opinion is about the way how they have to deal with media in a sensible way. To answer this sub question we used the same interviews as we used by sub question three, only we use a different part of the interview for sub question four. The source of this chapter are only the three label documents of the interviews with the pupils, parents and teachers. The label documents can be found in attachment 11,12 and 13. Also in this chapter we will represent the vision of the pupils, parents and teachers in an objective way, without literature or our opinion and experience.

The sub question which will be answered in this chapter is:

What is the vision of the involved people regarding to sensible media-usage of the teenagers? 


a. The teenagers themselves


b. The parents from the teenagers 


c. The teachers from Emmaus School

Structure of the chapter

We will start with the vision of the pupils on sensible media-usage, after that we will write about the vision of the parents and we will close with what the teachers vision is. At the end  we will give a conclusion of this chapter. 

Vision of the pupils on sensible media usage

Opinion pupils
We found out what the vision of the pupils by means of the interviews, which we also used to see which consequences they experience of media in their lives. So again we will represent their vision in four parts, because we interviewed them in four groups. In this paragraph we will start to represent the vision of group one, which are the oldest pupils and we will close with group four which are the youngest pupils. 
Group one

Like we said we want to start with the oldest pupils of Class four. These are the pupils of fifteen and sixteen years old. In this group we spoke about their vision on swearing in media and about their vision on media upbringing. 

Swearing in the media

All the pupils from this group agree with the statement that swearing can influence people sometimes. But the majority of this group won’t turn the television or movie off when they hear swearing in it. A part of the pupils is used to it and sometimes they find it just the way of talking which is normal in those kind of films, like in war films it is common that they swear. 

The minority of this group has got the opinion that swearing in the media will stimulate people to swear. When they will hear swearing  in a movie they will turned it off.

Media upbringing

We asked the pupils how they would teach their own pupils in the future and how they have to use media in a sensible way. We could see that the group in this point can be divided in two parts. Half of the group had the opinion that it is important to teach your child what is right and wrong in the media. And when they have learned those values, the pupils should get some space or freedom, to take their responsibility. The relation between the parent and child should be based on trust and there shouldn’t be many boundaries, because the confidence in each other is very important. 
The other half of this group has got the opinion that it is important to set boundaries and limit the time that you pupils spend with media. They have got the opinion that when you do not set boundaries as a parent, your child will spend too much time with media and that is not a good thing. 

We saw that the pupils which are raised in a stricter family, with more rules, would do it the same way as their parents. The pupils which are raised with more freedom would also raise their own pupils with this freedom, but would do some little things different as their parents. 

Group 2

Group two is the group with the pupils in the age of thirteen and fourteen years old. With this pupils we spoke about the message of music and about their vision on how you should raise your pupils in a Christian way in their media-usage. 

Music

In the eyes of these pupils Christian music is good, because the text and the message are good and you can listen to it. But there is also bad music, the pupils say. Music is bad when there is a bad theme in the song, a theme as violent for example or when they swear in the song. 

Vision on media upbringing

The majority of this group has the opinion that it is good to set boundaries for pupils. They can see that media has got an influence on pupils, like it makes people passive. In their eyes it is better to stimulate pupils to do other things. Also the fact that there is much swearing in games makes them have the opinion that pupils shouldn’t be allowed to play violent games, because these things influence your languages and causes that you also going to use the bad words you see and hear in the computer games. 
A part of the group has also the opinion that, as a parent, you should check first the media which your child want to use before you let them use it or forbid it.  

Group 3

This group consist of the pupils of thirteen years old. In this group we spoke about their vision on music, on internet and on a Christian way of raising pupils with media. 

Music

The majority of this group finds it important to understand what a band is singing when they listen to music, because when you hear bad language in the song you can turn it off. Sometimes they find it hard to turn the song off, because it is nice, but it should be turned off because it is bad music. 

A minority in this group doesn’t care about what the text is of the music. It doesn’t matter when you cannot understand the song text, as long as the sound of the music is nice, the music is fine. It doesn’t matter to these pupils when they swear in the songs. 

Internet

In their vision it can happen that you visit websites, when you are bored, which you shouldn’t visit. Also you can get in contact with people, trough Facebook for example, which you don’t know and that person can have bad intentions. So in their vision it is important to be careful with internet and to be aware of the dangers of it. 

Media up bringing

At this point the vision of the group is that it is important to protect pupils of the dangers sides of media. Parents should check what their pupils are doing and they also have to give their pupils boundaries. 

Group 4

The last group we interviewed was the group with the youngest pupils from Class four. These pupils are eleven or twelve years old. In this group we spoke with them about what their vision is on what you have to do as a Christian when the content of a program isn’t proper. 

Programs with an non proper content

This group told that it is very easy to get used to the swearing or other non proper things in programs and they will ignore it. The problem is that programs which are nice, many times have got bad things in it. In their vision you can ignore the swearing. Only when the program becomes really bad you have to turn it off in their opinion. 
Vision of the parents on sensible media usage

Now we saw the vision of the pupils on sensible media usage, we want to go further with the vision of the parents about sensible media usage. We see that the vision of the parents is partly different and on some topics they will agree with each other. We shall try to show the differences and the similar visions on sensible media usage. We split up the data about the vision of the parents in the following topics: 
· Content of sensible media-usage 
· Christian media-usage

· Important principles to learn your child how to use media in a sensible way

· Media rules

· Media upbringing at home
· Internet and television usage
Content of sensible media-usage 

We will start with their vision on the content of sensible media. The similar vision of the parents is that media can inspire their pupils. It can also extending the knowledge of people and it can stimulate a creative spirit. Also media can create or stimulate curiosity and interest to learn more about several specific topics. They also say that the problem is that the right and bad information is within reach together. 
In the eyes of the majority it is important that the media which the pupils use is Christian in nature, because that kind of media has got a good influence. It isn’t good when sin is promoted in media. Parents say that when you feed the mind with violence and horrible things it will effects the characters of the pupils. 

Christian media-usage

The majority of the parents is Christian and try to bring their pupils up with Christian values. They use the Bible as a fundament in their upbringing. Therefore these parents like to use the Bible as a guideline in their way of sensible media-usage. To talk with pupils about the Bible helps to let them understand the rules regarding to the media. It is important for these parents that their pupils are able to judge if what they want to see or listen is acceptable for a Christian.  

Important principles to learn your child how to use media in a sensible way

All the parents have got the vision that it is important and necessary to teach and guide pupils in their media-usage. Media, like internet, television and books give access to all kind of information and entertainment, which can have good and bad influence on pupils. The parents see that it isn’t possible and it is difficult to control and filter all the bad and dangerous sides and influences of media. Therefore it is necessary that pupils will be taught how to use media with discernment and how to use it in a sensible way. They want to teach their pupils that there is a difference between right and wrong, so they wouldn’t take all the information in the media for right and true. 
The second point is that they learn to consider about what they see in the media and be aware of the message which it contains. So it is important to learn the pupils discernment and skills to judge and interpret the media in a right way.  

Media rules

The unequivocal vision of the parents is that you have to have time limits on the media-usage of your pupils. And mainly they mean the time that pupils spend on internet should be limited. They gave two reasons for this. The first one is that pupils have to learn that they can get information of several sources and not only on internet. And the second reason is that pupils have to learn to do other things to entertain themselves, because there are skills which they cannot learn of the media. 

A minority of the parents is struggling with the time limits. The think that it is important to use a time limit, but they don’t know exactly what is a sensible time limit to use. 

Media upbringing at home

A part of the parents is satisfied with the way how their media upbringing goes. But there is also a part of the parents which is doubting about their way of media-upbringing. 

They are worried about their pupils, if they don’t spend too much time on the computer and they would like to compare their media upbringing with other families, because they don’t know exactly what kind of media rules are normal and they don’t know how other families use the media in a sensible way. Also they wonder if they have to chance rules in their media upbringing and they doubt about for which media they have to give permission and for which media not. Because sometimes parents don’t know exactly the contents of a DVD or book is, but they have to judge it because their child likes to watch or read this media.  The majority finds it hard to judge the media which their pupils want to use. They find it hard to judge the content if it is a good content or not. 
Internet and television usage
In the vision of the majority of the parents internet has got a role in education, which is good and important for pupils. But it is also important to realise that when pupils start searching on internet for information they are able to click on every link, which can make their internet usage an open ended journey, because you don’t know where it is leading to. 

All the parents have got the opinion that when pupils use internet in their free time it can be a danger that it is wasting of time. Also it is important to be careful and tell the pupils they must not put much details of themselves on internet.

About the television the vision of the majority is that it is a good thing that pupils can watch educational programs, like documentaries or discovery channel, where they can learn from.

With the topics from above we gave the main vision of the parents on sensible media usage, now we go further with the vision of the teachers. 

Vision of the teachers on sensible media usage

We want to close this paragraph with the vision of the teachers about sensible media usage. We split up the vision of the teachers in the following topics: 

· Vision on sensible media usage 

· Message which the teachers want to learn to the 

· Boundaries 

· Knowledge which the teachers do need to teach about sensible media-usage 

Vision on sensible media usage 

In the eyes of the teachers sometimes the media shows a way of living where we, as a Christian, cannot agree with. It is important to be aware of this. Media is a opportunity for many good things and it gives a lot of opportunities, but also the opportunity for sin. 
Teachers also said that it is important to be aware of the computer. When the television came in the society everybody was very careful with it, but with the computer a lot of people are not careful. When the television is coming through the front door, the computer is coming through the backdoor and people maybe don’t realize what the effect is of the computer.  

Message which the teachers want to learn to the pupils 
At this point the vision of the school is unequivocal. The heart of the matter in every interview was that they want to teach the pupils that everything what they do should be put in the light of the Bible. The pupils have to learn discernment, they need to be able to look at things and to evaluate them in the light of the Bible. The teachers want that the pupils consider about what God thinks about what they are doing. Would He be happy with it? An important Bible-text which was mentioned by many teachers is Philippians 4 verse 8, where is written: ‘Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are hones, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report: if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things.’ It starts with teaching them about the big principals for living, which can be found in the Bible. This is going back to who God is and who they are, which has got influence on their self-image, because God cares about every detail of life.

Pupils need to think about what they are doing and where they are going. It is needed that they use their time in a right way and media can be a waste of time. They need to be taught that God has got an opinion about things and that God wants to be involved in their life. Therefore the teachers think that it is important to teach the pupils well, so they know what is right and wrong. Deep inside they know what is right and wrong, but they need to be trained in this. There are good things in media and there are bad things, but you need to talk about it, so the pupils learn to deal with it.

Boundaries  
In the vision of the teachers it is important to set boundaries. The most important boundary which is needed is the rule about time-limits. They all said that it is important to restrict the time which the pupils spend with media. Also they said that it is important that parents monitor what kind of media their pupils use and put the boundaries which their child need. 

Knowledge which the teachers do need to teach about sensible media-usage 

Knowledge about the content of the media which the pupils use is needed. You need to know what is going on the society, because it has got an influence on the pupils. 

When you want to teach your pupils something about media, you need to know where you are talking about, so you need to have some knowledge.  

Conclusions

Now we showed all the result of sub question four, we will give the most important conclusions on sub question four. We will represent the conclusions separated of the pupils, parents and teachers. We can conclude that:

Pupils
· The pupils have a different vision on how they have to deal with swearing and bad language. Some of them will keep using it, others will choose to turn it off. 
· Teenager think different about what is needed to teach pupils how to use media in a sensible way. Some pupils have got the vision that it is important to give rules in the media usage of pupils. Other pupils find that trusting your child must have a central place in the media upbringing instead of giving them rules. 
Parents

· To use media sensible, pupils have to learn to use media with discernment, to be able to judge and interpret the media in a right way.  

· In a sensible media usage parents find it important to have time limits and a balance in media usage.

· Parents use the Bible as guideline to decide what kind of media usage is sensible. 

Teachers

· Pupils need to consider their media usage and to evaluate it in the light of the Bible. 

· Pupils have to learn discernment and have to know what is right and wrong to use these principles in their media usage. 

6 - Conclusion and discussion

6.1 Conclusions 
Now we are at the end of our research, we want to draw the conclusion in our answer at the main question. Our main question is: ‘what do scientific researchers say about the influence of media on teenagers, how do the teenagers of Emmaus School use media, what are the consequences of their media-usage on their daily life and what is the vision at sensible media-usage of the involved people?’ 
The answer
Based on our literature-study we can say that media has got different positive and negative influences on pupils. Which influence media has got on the pupils depends on their personality, cognitions and the context where they grow up (Nikken, 2007). Also we can say that the context of the pupils can protect them from the influence of media, trough coaching them on their emotional and cognitive development (Frankenhuis, 2007 & Nikken, 2007). 
Based on the results of the survey we can say that the pupils of Emmaus School use all sorts of media. In their media-usage there are differences between them, differences in what they use (see figure 4, 11, 16, 27, 31, 40, 44 & 52-62 in attachment) and how much they use it (see figure 27 and 31 in attachment). This variety in usage depends on different factors: for instance on the church where they go to, their gender, their age, the fact if they have got access to the medium which they want to use at home and also their interest is a factor (see figure 8, 16, 23, 25 & 52-62 in attachment). The purposes where the pupils use media for are entertainment (see figure 49), schoolwork (see figure 21 and 33) and because they want to talk about it with their friends (see figure 50). 
Out of the interviews we know that the involved people see consequences of media in the daily life of the pupils. They told about various consequences, but there was one consequence which is mentioned by the pupils, the parents and the teachers as well. They all see that the pupils copy behaviour which they see in media. The pupils experienced by themselves that they want to be like the person which they see on television for example, the parents see that their pupils start to take over the attitude from the person which they see on television and the teachers also could see that there is a bigger temptation for pupils to take over the lifestyle which is shown on television. 

Regarding to sensible media-usage we discovered in the interviews that the main vision of the parents and teachers is that the pupils have use media with discernment. Whit this they mean that the pupils have to use the Bible as a guideline in their media-usage. We could see in the interviews that the vision of the pupils is various, some think that it is important to set rules, others find it important that parents trust their pupils, but they all agree that it is important to for pupils to be guided in their media-usage. 
6.2 Discussion     

In the discussion of our research we will evaluate the quality of our product. We will discuss if we have answered the problem definition of the research with our product. Also we want to evaluate our methods and results to see how validity and reliable they are. We will close the discussion with the interpretation and evaluation of our product.


Problem definition

One of the points where we started with is our problem definition. The problem definition of our research is about: the ignorance of the influence of media on the pupils; the ignorance which media the pupils use and to know the vision on sensible media-usage of the concerning people of the pupils. 

To answer our problem definition we can say that we have explained the media influence on several topics in our literature study. We compared these results with the outcomes of our interviews on the Emmaus School. Now we can conclude that the results of our literature study also are applicable for the pupils, because we could connect theories with the outcomes of the interviews. Secondly we made a clear analyses about the media usages of the pupils. Out of the interviews we have represent the vision on sensible media usages of the pupils and concerning people. 

Evaluation of the validity of methods

To get the answers on our main and sub question we set up our research methods. We thought about what we want to know and how we want to get those information. We will evaluate how we worked out our methods in practise to get the information we wanted. We shall evaluate every method we have used in our research.

Sub question one –  literature study

We started with our literature study. The literature which we have used is mainly written by Dutch authors. Which can be a disadvantage, because you can wonder if those literature is applicable to the English pupils. We think it was, because the Dutch authors have often used international researches in their own research. We also could connected our literature often with the lives  of the pupils of Emmaus School. Secondly when we searched for useful literature we were able to find very actual and recent researches and literature about media, which makes our literature study reliable.

Sub question two – surveys

The Google Document survey, gave us the opportunity to collect all the information about the media usages of the pupils digital. We made of this digital data an analyses to convert the data in graphics, with the program Microsoft Excel. We only missed the information of one pupil on 25 pupils, because of technical problems. The surveys stay reliable and accurate, because we collected of 24 pupils accurate numbers about their media usages and we were able to set the numbers in graphics. 

Media journal

We let them fill in a media journal, but we received  fifteen media journals back, so we missed ten media journals. This mistake makes our results of the media journal less reliable. 

The other restriction is the fact that the pupils keep a media journal for five day, but there media usages won’t be the same every week. For example it will be different in their vacations or when there are programs on television which have their interest and when they have a new video game they will play it more. 

Sub question three and four

group interviews with the pupils

With the group interviews we missed four pupils, we get the answers of 22 pupils, which makes are results still reliable. We did a unstructured and open interview with the result that we talked about different media in the four groups, but we were able to follow the main topics of our interview. Which causes that the answers of all the groups together gave us a good answer on the sub questions. 

interviews with parents and teachers
With the interviews with the parents we missed two parents, so we couldn’t convert their experience and vision in our analyses. Still we have interviewed thirteen parents which are related to 23 pupils in the class, because they have several sons and daughters in Class four. With all the parents we finished all the questions of the interview. There was only a individual difference in how extensive they answered the questions, this also causes that some interviews took a shorter time and other interviews a very long time.  

We have interviewed all the teachers individually. We made a very large interview for the teachers, because we thought that the information will be useful and interesting for the school. When we took of the interviews we discovered that our interviews were to long, but we couldn’t skip questions because we started already to take of the interviews. The consequence was that we needed a long time to answer all the questions and sometimes we get very fast through the less important questions. Through these extensive interviews we collected much data, which makes it a big job to analyse everything, but because of the number of data we could give a clear and complete answer on the sub questions. 

When we analysed the interviews of the parents and teachers we discovered that we asked questions which weren’t necessary for the final answer on the sub questions. So we couldn’t use some data we had collected.  

Evaluation of the validity of the results

After we collected all our date by means of the methods, we had the task to analyse all our results. 
A pitfall of this research is the fact that we collected very much data in the literature study and interviews, which made our research very extensive and less specific. This is also caused because of our main and sub question, because they are very broad. We analysed all these data in a precise way. We read all our data through and give attention to every part of the data we received, which took us very much time. At the other hand the number of our data make our analyses and answers on the sub question validity and more reliable. We also see that we have collected data which wasn’t relevant to answer the main and sub questions. We had to throw those extra data away, because it was useless. 

To use our research methods in practice was quiet easy, because we worked everything out before we started. An aspect what can have influenced our results is the language, because we couldn’t speak English like we can speak Dutch. By ourselves it was not difficult to do the interviews in English, we were able to ask all the questions and to understand the answers. The English language was only hard when we started to make our analyses of the data and to type everything down in English. Which caused that we had to think longer about what we wanted to write and it was sometimes difficult to make a good story of the literature and data which we had collected. We did the research in a different culture, but we didn’t experience negative influence of it in our research. We experience much positive influence of the fact that we were from a different country, because they treat us very polite as a guest. We also saw that there were much similarities between each other in how they do and think. This is caused by the fact that we have the same religion and biblically principles, which helped us to understand them and to ask them the right questions. 

We also think that everybody answered the questions honestly. We can’t control this and we are aware of the change that parents wants to give a positive picture of the situation in their media usage. Also there is a change that the pupils keep something in secret about their media usage. We try to let them answer everything honestly to say that the interviews were anonymous and to talk in a private space. Also the surveys for the pupils gave an opportunity to be honest, because it was anonymous. In our data we saw that people had the dare to talk about vulnerable about their media usage, upbringing and vision, which show that they feel themselves save to be honest. 

We were also very glad that we received so many support and cooperation from the pupils, parents and teachers, with the interviews and other activities which we did for the researches. 

Interpretation and evaluation product

What we have done is an orientated research in the phase of problem finding of the intervention cycles (Baarda, 2001). With our research we are able to answer the problem definition, which was the starting point of our research. We think that we gave Emmaus School the knowledge and information where they asked for. With this research they can see what kind of influence media has. They can see the positive influence of media and know how to protect the pupils of negative influence. They also can see in our analyses of the media usage of the pupils, how the pupils use media and which media influence they have in their lives. We also represent the vision on sensible media usages of the pupils, parents and teachers. The school can use this information to use media at school in conformity with the vision of the parents on sensible media usages. Secondly they can use it to teach the pupils how to use media in a sensible way. We made a vision in agreement of the most pupils, parents and teachers. We tried to make one vision out of different visions, therefore not everybody is maybe satisfied with the main vision we create. To see the visions of every parent, that can be found in the label documents, which we have made of all the interviews together (attachment 11-13). We saw that parents deal differently and sometimes the same in their media raising. The parents judge media differently on good and wrong, therefore we can’t be very concrete about which media is exactly sensible and which media not. With this report of the research Emmaus School can easier adapt to the needs of the pupils on the domain of media education and to see if media education is needed and if they want to give more attention to media education by means of lessons or programs. 
7 – Vision and recommendations 

7.1 
Vision 
We could see in our research that media is present in the life of every teenager at Emmaus School, some of the pupils even can’t imagine a life without media (figure 46 & 47 in attachment 6). We can see that the developments in media go further and media-usage is increasing in the domain of education, work, communication, socializing and entertainment (Mihailidis, 2009). Because of this we expect that media will get a bigger place in the lives of pupils in the future. 
Media has got positive sides. We discovered in our interviews that media gives wonderful opportunities, for example to share knowledge with each other and to maintain relations far away. The school and the families can use these opportunities to educate the pupils in their knowledge, identity and skills. 

But media has also got another side, namely that it influences pupils in a wrong way. Based on our research we are convinced that media has got an influence on pupils when they use it. We think that the influence of media will increase when parents and school stop teaching them a Christian worldview, life-style and values and we see it as a change for the parents and the school that they can protect the pupils from the influence of media, because they have more influence on the pupils than media has (Nikken, 2007). We think that the triangle: parents, school and church is very strong in its influence on pupils, because they surround the pupils and teach them while they grow up. We think that, as a school or as a parent, you have to take this role upon you, otherwise the media will teach your teenager. It is important to be an example in sensible media-usage if you want to teach your child how it can use media in a sensible way, because pupils learn a lot from observing  examples (Crone, 2008). For parents it is important to teach pupils sensible media-usage, because pupils grow up in a family and the development of their identity starts there. Based on our interviews we think that one of the most important aspects is to create a right balance in setting boundaries and trusting your child regarding its media- usage. Then your child shall learn step by step to use media independently and with discernment. At school teachers can teach the pupils media education, which teaches them how to judge media information critical on its reliability. It also can teach pupils how to be aware of the different messages which the media sends to them. When they are aware of the messages of media they can make a better decision how they have to judge and interpret the information which they see. 

7.2 
Recommendations
Based on our research, we recommend the Emmaus School that it will be wise to teach the pupils about sensible media usage at the school. In this education they can learn the pupils how to understand media and judge media critical and use it sensible, so they will be able to use media with discernment. 

We didn’t give practical and concrete instructions about which media-education programs or lessons will fit in the curriculum of the school and about how they can implement this media-education in their curriculum. To see how this lessons can be implement and what need to be their content, the school can do a further research at this topic, to find out how it should be taught confirm the identity and objectives of the school.

5.: She likes romantic and girly stuff. She borrow a romantic book from Dee Henderson, from a class mate. That is a very romantic thriller book. So also read and watch Harry Potter. I is fantasy and I thing that fantasy is about idealism.

6.: News, entertainment, heartland, horses, relationships. On  You tube they watch x-factor, they communicate with  friends on internet. The danger is sometimes that when they are on internet en click on the links they see, than it is  an open ended journey. You do not know were it is leading to.  

7.: We do not talk very much about the content of their media. We talk more about how you can use internet in a save and biblically way. 

8.: Not so good. It depend on what they watch. Education is good, but the worldly media isn’t so good. You can’t protect them for worldly media. They are responsible for their own choices. It is also good that they find out what is going on in the world. 

9.: We do not like Facebook, but we give permission to K. make an account on Facebook. The thing with Facebook is that when it started I thought that it was something like the telephone, but is more extensive than I thought. If we knew what Facebook exactly was than we would more careful to start with Facebook. 

The message of Facebook is vanity. Everybody put so many photo’s on Facebook, there is a competition who has the most beautiful photo’s. They say like I was on the most beautiful places; I have the best clothes; I have the right friends etc. 

10.: E-mails and texts are private so I do not know. Books, I do try to monitor, if I think the book is not suitable she is not allowed to read it. 

11.: We look to the parental guide line and look on Google to the games he likes to have.

12.: I feel there is balance in our media boundaries. It is good to know something of the world, but you also have to know what you can watch as a Christian and what not. Sam sees when there is some anti-Christian DVD or TV program. 

13.: You have to take care about the food and you have to fight against others, if you lose you also lose power. 

2.b. What do you think about the media usage from your child?

2.: With the games they play they can chat with people all over the world who also have that online game. Sometimes they come in contact with bad people, but they can also block those people. They know when something is good or wrong and there are possibilities to make good choices to bloc those bad people.  

- They play games too much. And I would like them to do something else, but it is difficult to go out, cause Daniel will be bullied. 

4.: It is oke, so long if I have control over it. I monitor what they are doing. They have an x-box and several games, but when they play it for a little time, they get bored. They also play some online-games.

6.: I am quite happy with what they watch and do on internet. I like it when they know what is popular in her world. Katie listen to Michael Buble and that is oke to me.

They have a few bands they like, but it is oke what they like. They are not aloud to listen to eminem and that kind of music staff. Joanne has a computer in her room, she can watch our DVD’s, also before she go to bed.

7.: We try to be aware of the media usage of our pupils. We try to find out what they use. We also trust the school in what they offer in media material to our pupils. 

8.: Yes I am quite happy how they use the media, there is a balance in their media usages.

They don’t use the their media in their bedrooms, so I have a kind of control on their media usages. I can agree with the most of their media usages. I listen also many kind of music, what isn’t always so good maybe.

In the future they are able to make the right choices when they become older. - - Example: you also protect pupils of the fire. The same is needed in the area from internet.

Important that teenagers use internet, but you have to keep it under control, that is why you have to put media in public rooms. 

- Teach them what is right and wrong. 

- Pupils had to read books with several content, also wrong contents, because it is literature. Need to control and then make them more free.

4. 

If  they want to go on a website, which blocked, they have to ask me first. There is a filter on the internet which I can control. Words like violence and sexuality will be blocked. Jonah is given the x- box, change the wrong games in the shop. 

5.It is important to  read the bible with each other. What is wise. You do not have to taste the poison , before you can judge the media if it is good or false. It is important to live from a number of important principles which are based on the bible. About media I also think, that it is not always bad, but it became bad when you see or use it on the wrong time, place or with the wrong purpose. Example: Sexuality is not wrong, but it is wrong to have it before your marriage. 

6. Do not copy everything what you see in the media. Also in regarding to schoolwork, if you have to make a assignment, do not copy and paste all the information in your document. Because you do not understand what the information contain. It is needed that you search for information and understand what the information contains, otherwise you do not think about it by yourself anymore and believe everything what you see in the media. Electronics can make everything so easy for the pupils, it is important that they keep thinking and reading. 

They have to realise that not everything is true. Like wikipedia, everybody can put information on it. For the pupils is it sometimes hard to make the right decision in their media usage, because sometimes they do not understand the message from the music or movie that they watch. 

The ground rules regarding media using are very important. We listen at radio 2, we talk about songs when text is not so good. 

7.The time you spend with media had to be limited. The pupils say now that their mum many time spend with calling. 

- Media has is good sides and his bad sides. Internet is sometimes very usefull for their homework. 

- It is important that you use your time in a good way.   

- To consider what is good and bad. 

-  We try to learn them a sensible media usage to talk with each other. We tell them more the rules, not in an interactive way.  

- I think it is important to keep a healthy balance in their media usage, it is not good when they spend to much time with the media. 

- And maybe most important thing is to explain every rule regarding the media with the bible as basis. 

8. To talk with each other about subject they see in the media or on the street. To learn them what is good and wrong. As a Christian it is important to do the things what makes God happy. When they make a wrong decision they have to suffer their own consequences, that is also a way to learn. 

9.We hope they have learnt the lessons at home about the usage of media in a  sensible way. Sometimes you have to avoid some media what is bad, also when other people enjoy this media.  Teaching the right standards. Both K. and T. developed discernment. They can decide by their selves when they have to throw CD’s or DVD away.   

10.How to use the internet safely. Be able to judge what material  is acceptable  for a Christian to view or listen to. To limit the amount of time  spend  on the computer. 

11. 

To be polite to each other in real-life and online, not to use bad language. They have to be respectful and have good values, also in online contacts. 

12.Wachting what proper is. Non boxing and stuff. It doesn’t matter if it is only entertainment.  How long is he using the media, he has to use his time wisely. It is good to think first about other people, before you go to watch television or waste your time.  

13.Do not let the media take over your life. I hope they have a good routine and there is not in their routine to switch automatically computer and everything on. 

9. What kind of role would you give the school and yourself to learn your child sensible media usage?

1. Media is a big subject. We have to learn our pupils how  to use media, because you cannot  without media. You also have to teach them in what is good or wrong.  

Example: fish Hector is the name of a safety program. 

With the school is media partnership important, to learn them how to use it.  Pupils need a lot to learn in every area.

2. You trust the school that they will not show your child anything bad. School is like parents. She does not do much with computers... my husband will explain them the computer
3. School time is for the school and when they are at home it is for the parents.

Give them ground rules. Rules are different when they come home. 
4. When the program is Christian in nature than it is oke. Also it is needed that the program is screened by an adult.  

Basically at home. I’m glad she is here. 

5.I had to sign an form, from the primary school of my younger pupils.  In the form was said that the school is not responsible for the media usage of the pupils. Pupils have their own responsibility in their media usage. 

7. As parents we have the most important role to raise our pupils in sensible media usage.  We have the responsibility for our pupils. We trust the school in what kind of media they show to our pupils. But also Emmaus School has a task to raise the pupils and to warn them for bad things. 

8. The first responsibility is for the parents, but the school has also a task in it. They have to be aware of the risks from internet, that is a good subject to talk about. It is the role of the parents, no one else is going to that. You are getting problems when you hide everything from them. They have to learn to protect themselves. When they go to move out, they have to handle everything by themselves. 

9.Yes sure, especially for Josiah. It is important that the media raising will be reinforced at school. They have already ICT lessons, they talk about the dangers of internet. They warn the pupils. 

Only it is hard to teach media sensibility because every family have different values regarding to media usage. We shall appreciate it when the pupils learn more about media. 

10.School should explain the dangers/pitfalls on the internet. They should be monitor books they stock for acceptable content. My role is the same but also to make sure she follows the rules.

11.Work together with the school. You back each other with what you are doing at home an on school. We both teach the pupils. 

12.Mostly parents. The school helps how to use media, like ICT. What is acceptable as a Christian and what not. Time at home is for the parents. It is also important to be an example as a parent in the way of sensible media using. Sometimes is it also hard to be a good example, because I also want sometimes just relax and not to think about the things I see or hear.  I like to sit in the front of my TV of PC when I want to relax.

13. To teach how to make the most of the computer. To teach them computer skills. I want that he also learn to use books to find information and not always use the internet in the first place.  

10.a. Are you contented with the way how your media-raising is?  

2. I just feel unfortunate that they use so much games, it takes away their imagination. Because of this she is having time-limits. 

3. My daughter listen to the boundaries that I give in the media usage. 

4. yes

- I keep my pupils away from environments, which are not good for them. 

- My daughter is baptised, so she can make good choices by herself. She also break her contact with non-Christian friends. Her friends are on a wide path, they wear short skirts and Lydia do not want to follow them in that behaviour.

11.4. For the future I do not expecting any changing in the media usage of the pupils. They are know already able to make sensible decisions in there media usage.  
5. We try. I say when it is wrong. 

7. Yes I think so. Sometimes they use the media a little bit to much.  

8. Yes

9. We are thinking about banning Facebook. We don’t like Facebook so much. I also often think about banning radio Wiltshire in the house. There are grey areas, where you doubt about what is oke and what not. We are very glad to do not have a TV. 

10. I wish she didn’t spend so much time on the computer.

11. I think so.

It is good to have good access to good media, books, newspaper etc. 

I can’t compare our media upbringing with some other families. You do not know what is normal. You do not know what kind of rules other has, that will be interesting to know. 

12.: Yes it goes well.

13.: yes. Sometimes I think he would spend a lot more time on the computer when I did not encourage him to do other things, like walk with the dogs or to play badminton. 

10.b. What is difficult in this part of upbringing your child?

4. I find it hard to see which music sensible is and good to listen. Sometimes seems the songs good to me, but it is possible that the songs contain bad words. 

I listen also to several music and sometimes I hear some bad words, but I am capable to skip the words and don’t think about it. 

5. You have to focus on the good things. Not the bad things.
7. Time managing regarding the media. To keep control on their media usage. Especially to control their usage with their mobile phone is difficult to me. 

8. The consequence of the access to everything on the internet, is that you have to keep talking with each other about their media usage, that cost more energy.  

10. As above. Also the fact that sometimes her friends watch things I don’t allow.

11. When he wants a new game or movie, it is sometimes hard to make a good decision.
13. Only it concerns me that he spend more time on the computer when I didn’t encourage him to do other things. He would spend al his time behind his PC it he didn’t had a time limit. 

11. Which message would you like to give your pupils about the media that they use? 

11.2. Play less games, read more books, 

They do not watch too much TV and what they watch are real things. Things which they watch and which they see are mostly cartoons, so they know that it is not real. 

11.5. Be wise there are many good things in the media, do not swallow everything. Pray for it. Whatever you do, do it for the glory of God. 

11.7. I hope that I have make them responsible for their own media usage. I also hope that I learn them the dangerous sides of the media. Media can influence you in a good way and in a bad way. 

11.8. Be careful. Don’t put any details of yourselves on internet. Music is not so dangers as internet, pupils running away from home with mans who they met on internet. 

11.9. Powerful and dangerous. Be careful. Do not believe everything what you see or read. 

Sometimes the media gives things as fact, but it isn’t.

11.10. To ask before they use any media if God would be pleased to see them using it. 

11.11. That media might have an impact on his character. He had to be aware that media has influence on his worldview and values. He had to use it in a wise way. 

11.12. Sometimes it is hard to be a good example. I find it also hard when I have to tell Sam to turn the TV off. He listen well if I tell him to turn it off. 

11.13. There are a lot of TV programs where they can learn from about the world around them. I try to influence them to show them several documentaries and we watch good education programs together. 

12. Would you like to have more information about Christian child rearing in the media?

4.. 

Yes I like to have more information about the content of the media. I prefer to have information about authors from books. I like to have a list with good sensible media, especially from books. Because I find it easier to judge the contents of games or dvd’s than the books. 

5.Yes. I like to know what is good media. Like a list with al kind of sensible media like books and movies.  

7.Yes sure, very good. I like to know how to bring them up with media in a good way. I like to know what kind of media has especially bad influence on the pupils. I am think I go to look for some Christian books about media upbringing. 

8. yes that would be interesting. I like to know what kind of different ways other people have in their media upbringing. Also I like to know why they choose their way of upbringing like that. 

9. Yes, sometimes I look for reviews of films or books, to know of they are sensible to see or read. I like to know what kind of media I can use together with my pupils and what I can recommend to them.

Which / what kind of media do the teenagers use and how much time do they spend at / on it?


c.1. Media which they use   
1.IV. The non-Christian families which are at the school do probably have more media. 


Television
1.I. It depends on the family. Some family’s have it, some not.

1.III. They use the TV. 

1.IV. A number of families do not have a TV at home. 

1.V. Many pupils use this medium. 
1.VI. There are some families who do not have a TV. They watch films and they have BBC I-Player, so they can watch specific things on the internet. I could hear them talk about programs which they watch.
1.VII. They use it. For my subjects we use it too, and then we use mostly dramatics of books. In my house they watch ‘Friends’ a lot. 

1.VIII. Compare to other teenagers outside the school, they do not use the TV too much, because they do not have it all. They use telephones not too much, but they all have it.

Games 

1.II. They play games. 
1.VI. Boys do this more. Some have their own games, some do play them on internet. Example: flight simulator. But they like maybe more the battle games. I can hear them talking about that. I am aware of that. I am not involved in it, I just hear it when they talk about it. They compare with each other in the breaks. 
1.VII. They use the Wii. 

1.VIII. Some pupils play a lot of videogames. But it are just a few. 

Internet
1.I. They use a site where teenagers do things for education. They also use internet for Facebook. 

1.II. Facebook is a big item. They also use MSN, but less than that they use Facebook.
1.III. They use internet probably the most.

1.V. They all use this. 
1.VII. They use Google particularly and also You Tube. And Facebook is also important for them. I use You Tube in the lessons for my explanation. They use it to look up their interests. We have just been watching Jane Eyre at internet, because we just worked about her.  

Books 
1.III. They use books. 

1.IV. They use books. At this school, in school-time, they use more the books than that they use the computers. At home they probably use more computers. 
1.V. Some of them, not all of them too much.

1.IV. They share books too. They recommend them to each other.
Music 

1.V. Probably they listen to the radio station when they want to listen music. I think some of them listen to a Christian radio-station, but I think they listen mostly to local, independent radio-stations. This is because you need to listen the Christian music at internet.  

1.VII. We don’t know much about the music they listen. 

Newspaper

1.V. Some might take a look at the newspaper. 

computers
1.I. Probably every home. Even the people who do not want to have a TV. Probably 95 % is on the line(internet). 

1.II. They use it for email and games.
1.IV. They use laptops for schoolwork
1.VIII. I would say a lot of computer-work, like internet, in the school. They also use it for videogames. In computer things they use it the same as pupils from other schools.


Telephone 

1.VIII. They use telephones not too much, but they all have it.

c.2. Things the teachers notice from the media-usage in the classroom 

2.II. Sometimes they try to use it in school. Like they use MSN in the school. In big schools they have more control at the systems. There they can use pc just for school. Because it are big schools, they can afford themselves systems to control their computers. So the teenagers can only use the computers for school purposes. 

At Emmaus the teenagers sometimes need to consulate with teachers outside the school, where they are in contact with. For this they need internet and email. And because of this it is difficult to control them. We trust them that they do not misuse it. We have a policy and we talk about that. 

We tell them what they are allowed to do and what not. They obey. We also look in the history of the pc. We see occasionally things which we don`t like. 
2.III. I see no effect in lessons of media usage. About the usage of internet for schoolwork: You can find everything on internet, so they automatically use internet to find information. They do not think automatically about books they can use to find the information. Internet is easy to use and they think everything is there. They have to learn to search for the right website, like science-able or trustable website. Everybody at this school is getting ICT lessons in year 8, 12 year. 
2.IV. I do not see much from it. 
2.VI. I can see/hear them talk about it. 

2.VIII. Not too much. 

c.2 What teacher think about the media-usage from the pupils 

2.2.I. They express themselves very well by technology. Many of them struggle when they need to talk in real life. Teenagers use internet for communication. Because teenagers communicate on the pc, they communicate easier. In real life they have less social skills. I will give you an example: I have got a niece. Teenagers communicate easier trough media. They use technology much more widely. They see technology as their hand or their mouth. 
2.2.II. The main reasons why they use media is for entertainment, education and socializing. 
2.2.III. They need to be told, if it is right or not what they find in information. They have to take a closer look to it. I prefer a balance in using books and internet. 
2.2.IV. I think it can be very helpful. Like some teenagers made Power Point Presentations. It is excellent to make presentations. The quality of the media is high. The quality of the books is less. Like when I write on the whiteboard, I can only use a black, green, red or blue pencil. The TV, computer and so on do have more colours. The problem is that many programs do not have a Christian vision, so you cannot use it. For example: documentaries wherein they tell that the evolution-theory is true. 

2.2.V. It is easier to find things out. There are things on TV which are helpful. It advances them, because they have access to much more information than where we had access to when we were young. 
I think they wouldn’t go on to sites which were not good. Parents control this I think. 
In state schools parents do not have so much control on their pupils, they watch what they want. Here it is different. Parents control their pupils more.
2.2.VI. There is a danger. It can be quit passive. It is not really good for their thinking-skills. You just stare at a screen, you are not engaging in the same way as you would when you read a book. There is no interactive. 

Some places where you can go there is always a TV on, on the back ground. There is a danger that it stops people thinking properly. Not having the space to think properly, no time, no silence. 

In this school kids learn to concentrate in the first classes. When we have teenagers come from other schools, we need to learn them to concentrate. Media is short, it is now, quick and they want to have a response directly when they send something like a text-message. 
2.2.VII. There are some good things in it. There is also a danger. Like you Tube, they should put age-rates on it. I think sometimes the parental guidance at computer games and films are too low, they are not suitable for their age. So they watch things where for they are too young. My opinion is that they should make the age-limit higher.  

2.2.VIII. I think not having TV can be quite good. Not all programs are good. When they do not have a TV, they have got more time for other things, like family and homework. Most programs can be vulgar. Especially for young teenagers, because they look for models.

Consequences on the social-emotional development of the pupils.  

a. Differences, regarding to media, between the teenagers nowadays and the time that the teachers were a teenager 

a.a Social skills

3.I. The social skills are different. They are still social adapt as they were. They have as much social skills as we had, it are only different social skills. 

3.II. I see a difference between the pupils here and the teenagers which go to big schools. The pupils here are more like how we were when we were young. 

In general I think that teenagers have fewer social skills with adults then I was young. They seem to have difficulty to make eye-contact. They seem to be very shy, reserved, unsure. It is very difficult to have a conversation. When I was young, it was easier to do it. 
The teenagers of Emmaus are socially very good. The pupils of state schools are more worse. The teenagers from Emmaus have as good social skills as how my social skills were when I was young. Teenagers from state schools are worse. 

I think it is a combination from this school, their home and the church, which work together makes it become like this. When one of those isn’t working properly the problem will start. In state schools parents do have less traditional values. What you see in the state schools is a reflection from what is going on in our society. 
3.V. When pupils spend much time at the computer or watch very much television, it suffers the family. Also when they do not read, they lose their art of reading. It stops the developing of other skills, like thinking. 
3.VII. They struggle more to communicate. There is less going out and they stay in the house to play on the computer. I see this in their communication with each other. 

Sometimes they struggle to interact with each other. They are more unsure. Their communication is not as good as in the past. You can see this more at the boys than at the girls. They struggle to make contact with each other. 

3.VIII. There are a bit more confident to make this small talks. They maybe have more access to knowledge, so they know where they can talk about. If you give them a focus, they are fine. 
3.VII. When my son is on the computer a long time, he blanks. I know that some people, when they spend a long time behind the computer, shake. You can see a physical reaction because of the long use from the computer. 
3.VIII. If you spend too much time on videogames, that is not good, it is isolating you. When you are behind your screen for many hours, you sometimes cannot hear it when somebody is entering the room. 

a.b. Self image
3.I. When I was at school, the pupils who worked with computers where weird. They were mostly boys, they didn’t get girlfriends. They spend their free time in the lab. 
In that period you had little groups, the popular ones, the clever ones, and so on. Now you still see this groups. When I was at school you had a group with persons which liked the computers very much, those were weird people. They used the computer to write programs and so on. I preferred to read books in that period. Then we didn’t have internet. Now we do and everybody is using it. 

3.V. Mostly girls, they see on TV and in magazines that a perfect person is slim. This can lead to anorexia and so on. 

3.V. Like fashion, it influences how they look to themselves.

3.VI. This school is very different from other schools. This school is small and Christian. They tend to be more confident. They do not have so much problems with their self-image, because they respect each other. In state schools they do a lot more with Facebook, email and text-messages. There is more contact between the pupils out of the school hours. We had more face to face contact. 
3.VIII. Girls are busy with how they look. When you watch TV you can see often girls which are very slim. This can affect them, because they could find themselves less beautiful. I think it affects girls more than boys. 

It does affect boys, for example when they see very handsome muscular hero in a movie. They want to look like him and go to do a sport. Girls throw up and stop eating, that is bad for them. 

a.c. Friendship
3.I. Yes and no. They use different technology to stay in contact. 

3.III. They like to communicate through it, like Facebook. You see pupils playing with phones and not talking to each other, there is a danger of isolation. They communicate more with media, but it keeps them away from each other. 

Probably in the past people talked more to their friends, because you went out and saw them. Now they have the opportunity to talk with each other through Facebook and MSN. 
3.VII. People don’t meet each other so much anymore. 24 hours a day you are in contact. That can be quit stressful, because they need to text back as soon as they get a text. You are waiting constantly for something news. You’re anticipating constantly. 

3.VIII. You can feel yourself part of a social network. I don’t think there is a pressure on it. 

Some also play on the Wii. That is better, because it causes interactive between you and your friends. 

a.d. Pornography and violent comics: 
3.I. In the past you couldn’t buy this very easy. You needed to go to a shop and the shopkeeper would tell you that you were too young for it. It was a big step to do something like this and you didn’t do it. Now they just can get it very easy. It is easy to find and there is nobody who sees it, so it doesn’t make you feeling ashamed. How do parents get know this things from their kids? 

3.I. In the past you needed to buy violent comics from a store, but they wouldn’t give it to you. Now it is easier for teenagers to play violent games. They can get it everywhere. 

a.e. Managing conflicts and aggression 
3.I. Not only teenagers struggle with this, also parents do find this very difficult. Maybe they do not see the consequences of what they say. The watch too much soaps, maybe they follow the example. Also adults find it hard to handle conflicts. In the past when you had for example a fight with your husband, you would go and work on it. Nowadays people call their lawyer. You need to be careful with what you say to people, because you can easy hurt them. Media doesn’t show good enough what the effect is from what you say. 
There is a trend that there need to come more assertiveness. Maybe we aren’t giving the pupils the skills which they need. 

3.V. Here at Emmaus there is a different world. At the school where I worked before I start working at Emmaus, many pupils had conflicts at the social network websites. It was an ordinary state school and this happened very often. 

3.V. In some peoples opinion teenagers are violent and aggressive, because of the violent media which they use. 
Example: there were two boys(10 years old) and they killed a 2 year old kid. They did watch a lot of violent DVD’s when they were young. 

The parental guidance is changing. It seems that the age on the DVD’s is getting lower. 

3.VII. Some computer games are very violent. I would say that some in my Class know a lot about guns. They know it already from year seven(they are then 11 years old). I think this is because of the computer games. There is a computer game which is called ‘Call of duty’. They talk a lot about this game. They have online contact with each other about this game or trough the game, but there is not a pressure on it. 

b. General knowledge  

3.2.I. Maybe teenagers now have more knowledge. If you had a problem in the past where you didn’t want to talk about with your mum. You wrote a magazine and they would answer you. 

Now they can find it everywhere on internet. They are not wise, but they know much. They do not know how to use the knowledge. They grow up faster. They grow up very quickly till they are 11 or 12. And they stay there till they are 25. They don’t take responsibility. In the past you were more responsible. 
3.2.II. In this is a big difference. They have less general knowledge. They know different things. They know now more about technology(pc, mobile phones, DVD players). They do not know much about where we came from. Like culture, history and so on. This are things which the school wants them to know. At this school they know a lot, because we teach history chronological. It is a linear process, so they can get an idea from the history of the World and the place of the UK in it. 

In state schools they teach their pupils that the history started billions of years ago. They just take subjects and teach about it. 

3.2.III. I am not able to judge this.  
3.2.IV. The level of general knowledge is very low. This is because they do not read so much anymore. The programs they watch on TV are not programs which inform them, they just entertain them. They forget the information faster, because they think that they can look it up. There is a kind of atmosphere at the schools nowadays that it is more to learn the pupils skills and not only teaching knowledge. 

3.2.V. I sometimes wonder if the general knowledge is as much as in the past. In the beginning I was surprised that they didn’t know much. They read more science fiction, they do not read books with general knowledge. But when I was young, I was more interested in it, so I don`t know if I can compare myself with them. 

3.2.VI. It surprises me sometimes when they do not know some things, but I cannot remember what I knew on their age. I encourage them to look it up in books, otherwise they just look it up on the internet. That it is on the internet, doesn’t mean that it is true. Like Wikipedia, that is just written by people. 

Maybe they know less, because the keep in mind that they can look it up on the internet. 
3.2VII. In general I would say spellings are more worse, because they use the spell checker. Also they write in text-language. I also need to teach them this now, because it is used in England, so we have to teach it. 
They do not use libraries as much, because it is so easy to pick it up from the internet. When they have to look it up in a book they need to write it down, so it will stay in their head. When they look for it on internet, they just have to copy and paste. In that way general knowledge is decreasing. 

Sometimes it can be good. When you have a child which is visual, internet can help with learning. So it also depends on the situation, what kind of child you have. 

3.2.VII. Not in particular. 

c. Other striking differences in the increasing media  

3.I. The similarities are bigger than the differences. In the past you talked by phone, in the room, with no privates. Then, in that period, I had more secrets for my parents. Now there are more possibilities to have secrets/ a secret world. Pupils are so quick. Parents do need to trust their pupils much or they need to ‘spy’ their pupils. 
3.3.II. People do not read as much as in the past. They do not think as well. People don’t ask questions. They don’t find out. They don’t think things through. In the past there was more considering. Reading is very important. Media = you’re receiving. Reading = you’re receiving, but you also need to act. When you watch TV you only have to take it, you do not have to do something by yourself. There is a laziness in teenagers. 
3.3.III. No. Because in Christian families there will be more talking between each other. 
3.IV. We were used to read much more. Now many pupils do not read books. You can go in some houses and find no book. That is a big difference. Pupils in this school read more than pupils in state-schools. 

3.IV. They want to have what they see in the media, like they want to have a new I-phone. There is much pressure because there is much more advertising. That wasn’t there in the past. 
3.V. When pupils spend much time at the computer or watch very much television, it suffers the family. Also when they do not read, they lose their art of reading. It stops the developing of other skills, like thinking. 
3.V. The media can have positive consequences, because you get more access to all sort of things, but it also can be dangerous. Think about older people who make contact with teenagers. 
3.3.VII. No, I don`t think so. A positive thing is that pupils in these days are more confident with technique. I didn’t grew up with it. It will be the way things will be, we won`t go back. There are also lots of positives. 
3.VII. The world for teenagers from now is smaller. They have more access to anything. They can contact people on the other side of the world. I see this as a good thing. 
3.VII. They are used to a lot of entertainment and because of that they are not capable enough anymore to entertain themselves. When I was young I was watching just one hour per day to the television. 
3.VIII. When I was 12 or 13 you had sometimes a mobile phone. Internet wasn’t there, it was just the beginning. We didn’t have Facebook and so on. We did have some videogames. It was not as much as nowadays. 
Now they text to each other much more with their phone. When they hang on the street, they listen to music on the street. 


Consequence of the media on the behaviour of the pupils 

d. Differences between teenagers nowadays and teenagers in the period that the teachers were young. 

d.a. Contact with teachers

5.II. In state schools there is less respect. Here not. The difference here is that they see teachers more as humans. There has to be discipline and authority. They can feel that they can talk to us, they feel that they can ask for help. 

5.III. The same in this school. This school is old fashion. Really good contact between each other.

5.VI. Email is quite positive. You can get in contact more easily. It is easier than in my days. I sometimes send the pupils an email when I want them to do something. 
5.V. Generally: pupils do have less respect for teachers and parents. It has to do with discipline. They are not well disciplined at home. They also try to behave themselves like that at school. Parents do more often support their own pupils than that they would support the school, so that is not helping for the school to teach discipline.
d.b. Relationship with parents
5.I. Some parents think that they need to be their kids buddy. They try to please them and not put boundaries. What you want as a child is your parents to be the grown up. 

It is true that nowadays pupils know more about media than their parents and because of this they have an other position in the relation with their parents. 

5.II. The ability to raise pupils: parents are afraid to raise their pupils. In the past they were more child scented. Everything is focussed on the child. Now the media has different people on the TV. They try to give the parents control on the pupils. That is confusing. People are very influenced by experts. They are afraid to discipline. When you are a parent you are afraid that there are going things wrong with your child. You can’t keep the things that effect your child badly out of their life. Parents are afraid that when they punish their pupils, that they damage. This won’t be so, because there will always be a relation between parents and pupils. 

They should think about this before they have pupils. The earlier you can discipline a child, it is better. 
5.III. The same in this school. This school is old fashion. Really good contact between each other. Television has got impact on the authority of the parents. Pupils diced more for themselves. Because they do not believe everything what parents are telling, they see also other ways how they can handle on television. So they have more information and examples where they can choose between. Polite attitude here to each other. But the boundaries are more free now.
5.IV. I think parental relationships, on the whole, were better. Families tended to do thing together more than they do today. 

5.V. Generally: pupils do have less respect for teachers and parents. It has to do with discipline. They are not well disciplined at home. They also try to behave themselves like that at school. Parents do more often support their own pupils than that they would support the school, so that is not helping for the school to teach discipline.
d.c. Concentration in the lessons
5.I. We learned to sit still and focus. It depends on the family. Some people(mostly Christian traditional fam.) learn their kids to sit still and they are used to it. But some people don’t teach that to their kids and you notice that at school. You have to learn it to them at school. It has nothing to do with media too much. You can even have more media/use it more, but still have the same good social skills. It is about the upbringing. It is about how you handle it. 

5.II. This is more worse because of the media. Reading is very important for this to. You sit in front of the TV and let it come over you. You are not really learning to concentrate. They don’t know as much as we did in the past. The only thing I can say that I think that some pupils have greater problems with concentration. I think the tendency for pupils is to have difficulties with concentrations. The TV can affect their capability to concentrate. They don`t have enough time to just think. I think pupils should be able to sit just at the window and look outside or sit in the field. They can’t do it so much now anymore. 

5.III. In Emmaus School are higher expectation so they will better concentrate. Media has influence, documentation films. Films repeat more in their information. When you watch a program they all the time repeat what they just said before, so you won’t forget where it is about. 
5.V. They find it hard to sit still for a long time, because they are used to sit in front of the TV, which is entertaining them. 

5.VII. We have noticed that some of the new pupils who get in struggle on this point. It has to do with media. When you watch television you do not have to think about it. They are not used to think anymore. We can learn them this, but they don’t like it and it is hard, but it is possible. 

5.IV. Concentration in lessons is very much the same. It depends on what is being taught, who is teaching it and if you are interested in the subject material.
5.VIII. Mobile phones can disturb this. In can stand their attention in the way. 

d.d. Group pressure

5.II. I would say that the group pressure in this school is less than in normal schools. It is oké to be different. I think the bigger you get as a school, how more difficult it becomes. My vision would be that this school wouldn’t be much bigger than 90 pupils. When there would come more pupils, I would open a new school in Bath for example. I think that, when you are reaching 200 pupils, you will get problems. You need to have little units of people. Then you come closer to the phenomenon of being a family. I think that this is what God wants, that pupils grow up in families. 

5.III. No it is not an issue.
5.V. There is very much group pressure in our society. How do you look? What do you have? What do you watch? How do you behave? This has always been like this. The media has got an influence on this, because they see what is in the media. Teenagers don’t want to be different than the rest. 

5.VI. It is not a very big problem at this school, but on other schools it is more worse. Some are interested in it and they talk about it. 

They don’t want to stand out. You don’t talk about your personal faith or politics when you have a meal together. In a smaller group they might do it, they would tell about it. Like you can see in their bible-study group which they have at Friday. You can see it in assembly, they all know the answers, but no one will say it.

5.IV. Group pressure is the same. I can remember being influenced very much by those around me inside school and outside school.

5.VIII. I think the media has got an influence on this. Think about the fashion. What is nice to wear? If you want to be accepted you will dress yourself nice. It is also about how you speak, like using cool words. 

I think they have Facebook, because their friends do have it too. You can have more friends online. The main reason is to be like your friends in a way. I hardly use Facebook. I go on it just maybe twice a month. 
d.e. Being able to make their own choices 

5.II. I think that media influences this. I think there is a difference between boys and girls. In England we have got a saying: when you have 1 boy, you have 1, when you have 2 boy, you have half a boy, when you have 3 boys, you have nothing. 
The media is less helpful when it comes to boys. The influence is different. With girls it is more the influence on their body-image. Boys are influenced in an other way. Boys can be influenced to go in the wrong direction. Look at proverbs. There is much warn to boys. 

5.III. They have to learn to make the right choices, in using internet. Like a child has to learn the right choices.
5.IV. Because of families doing more together there was probably less being able to make our own decisions until we were older.  Many pupils today are left to themselves and are able to make decisions at a younger age.  
3.VII. Sometimes they find it hard to make their own decisions. Because the computer shows them what they need to do all the time. Like, now you are going to the next level. It is all clear. 

d.f. Thoughts from some teachers in general about the difference of behaviour 

5.I. They want to be treated as a teenagers. They want to have respect. They want to be respected. But they aren’t very responsible. They do not want to do thing for you. They are not organized. They have so much things in their life. Media is one of the things. In the past you had at half past three(when you came home from school) a program on TV for little pupils. After five o’clock you had programs for older pupils. After that there was the news and adult-programs. Now you have got all kind of programs for teenagers. The hole day long at different channels. 

Parents like it. Parents do like it when their pupils are in their own house. They are afraid that there will happen something with them when they are outside, so they are more inside. In the past kids were more outside. The they took a risk. Now parents are afraid to take this risk. They prefer their pupils to stay inside the house. There they spend more time with media. 

5.VI. The society is going down, less of respect, families break down. 


Consequences from the media on the morel development and values of the pupils 
e. Influence from the media on moral development and values.  
6.I. They do see the killing people in the game not as real. When pupils find it hard to separate reality and fantasy, this could lead to less capability of making good choices. 

If you are an angry person you can do that in online games. No one will tell you that it is not fair. If you would do it in real there would be people who would tell you that it is not good what you are doing. It is easier to express yourself on the internet. 

6.II. The media doesn’t said good moral standards. But is this because of the media, or is this because the media is following the society? 
5.II. Media has an effect on behaviour. It is about what you are filling your mind with. When you fill your mind with what is on TV you will behave like that. 

Some parts from the Bible: Rom. 12:2, Col. 3 and Fil. 4. 
I have been watching kids-programs with my pupils. I found the people on TV very immoral. They behave like pupils, while they are adults. This can lead to a disrespectful attitude. When I was young the presenters behave more like adults. Also the content of the program was more educational. Now it is all focussed on entertainment. This is very unhelpful. This is the same with books. It are not stories anymore. Pupils deserve better. When I was young it wasn’t possible to watch 24 hours per day TV. I wish we could go back to that time. 
6.IV. Much modern media teaches that the important thing is to do what is best for you and this does not promote respect for each other.
I think that all of the other points in this section are affected in the same way by much of the modern media.  It does not promote Christian standards of looking after and caring for others.
3.IV. Pupils do play a lot of computer games, particularly the boys. They play a lot of violent war-games and that must have an effect on them. You could see this better in the state schools, there you have got more aggression and more bad behaviour. 

Also the movies which they watch... I wouldn’t want my pupils to watch them. Here in this school(Emmaus) it is different. It is more peaceful here. 

In the state schools you can see a changing trough the years. You also can see a difference in the attitude from pupils from little towns and bigger towns. 

Through the years I could see a changing in the attitude from the pupils, probable also because of the changing in the media. Now some pupils do have a TV in their bedroom and the parents can’t control it anymore. 

Example: soaps. These show you a life-style which is not a Christian life-style in my eyes. Pupils can think this is a general accepted way of living. The respect for adults and police is gone. In the past there was more respect. You can see that the programs on TV put the police in a different light(not positive) and that stimulates pupils to not have respect for them anymore. 
3.V. There is a good consequence. It gives them access to much more information. But it also has got an other side, they would know far more than when we would know at their age. They lose their childhood too quickly. And they also lose their innocence and sense of imagination. 

They watch things on TV and the TV shows it as ordinary thing and we teach them as Christian that this is not normal. When I was young we were less aware of this, because it didn’t come so close. The media is very powerful. It presents to teenagers to have one relationship, than an other and have sex before marriage. 
3.V. One of the big issues in the UK is the high number of teenage mothers. Pupils smoke and use drugs at a very young age and they think it is normal. 

I think pupils need to be protected for the media till they are 15. At this school parents are very protecting towards their pupils. 

The parent needs to decide what the best is for the family. It is better that you choose what you want to watch than that you watch everything. Parents are responsible for their pupils. When pupils grow up, they will make more and more their own choices, but as long as they live at home, they live in their parents’ house. And the parents can make the rules. 
5.VI. Some of the programs, the sort of messages they send out could have an influence. If you analyse the pupils-programs... they have adult role models. 
You have got the celebrity culture more than in my days. We had one girl at this school and she talked about that very much. But other teenagers didn’t know where she was talking about, because they do not have a TV. 

3.VIII. Now the videogames are more violent. It became a common thing and I think it can influence their sensibility. When you see it very much, it can become normal for you. You are getting used to see violent things. It doesn’t mean directly that you are going to kill someone, but it doesn’t impress you so much anymore when you see that people are murdered on television. 

I think most of the teenagers know the difference between the virtual world and the real world. 

e.a. Respect to each other

6.II. There is more respect to each other than in the past. People are much more sensitive now and you have to be very careful in what you say to teenagers. I guess that you can put this down to the media, because it is the media that spreads the idea about political corrected. Although TV has a lot more swearing on it and it promotes immorality as normal, you have this other thing of political correctness. People say the right things, because they think that this are the things they need to say. 

6.III. Yes, but they are also sinful. No effect by media.
5.III. The same in this school. This school is old fashion. Really good contact between each other. Television have impact on the authority of the parents. Pupils diced more for themselves. Because they do not believe everything what parents are telling, they see also other ways how they can handle on television. So they have more information and examples where they can choose between. Polite attitude here to each other. But the boundaries are more free now.
6.V. It depends on what they watch. Because they can watch things which learn them to behave good, then they follow that. But they also can watch bad things. They follow the examples they see on the television. 

6.VI. It is a kind of society thing that there is less respect nowadays. In general they are in this school good. There are some Christians and some not, so that makes a difference as well. What they hear here it completely rubbished by the media. Example: Gods creation. In general they would just take what you teach them. But they would not necessary express other opinions. 

5.VII. There is less respect for teachers and parents. One of the reasons is that the government has taken a lot of discipline away from the teachers. There are only a few things you can do as a teacher to make your pupils listen to you and the pupils know that. 

Also in the contact with parents is changed something. Parents have the attitude of a good friend and not the attitude of a parent anymore. Also on the television you can see this. But discipline is decreasing because of this. 
6.VIII. Teenagers these days do have less respect. Teenagers have none of very less respect for teachers. It has to do with the media, but it also depends on the parents. They do not teach their pupils respect anymore. 

They watch very much television and behave like that. 

e.b. Capability to be responsible

6.II. You have to guide them to make choices. You can’t protect pupils as much as you would be able to. You have to deal with things, you have to guide them, and hopefully they will learn to make the good choices. Primarily it is the role of the parents, part of the school it is to help the parents. I think the media makes it very hard. In some ways the media is working against parents, with advertising and so on. It is necessary for them to have skills.
6.III. Yes, they learn the point of view in a Christian way. Good conscience.
6.VII. I don`t think that they have so much responsibility. In the past you could walk alone to school. Now all the pupils are brought here. This is also because of the media. The media makes people afraid with scary stories. This has been always like this, but in the past media didn’t scare the people so much. Now it does this more. 

e.c. Sympathize to each other / being involved to each other 

6.II. There is an other debate, because they do so much of their socializing online. Again it can go two ways. Some people will find it much easier to make contact with other people trough a pc. Some people find it easier to make contact in real life. Some pupils which find it easier to make contact trough the computer and find it harder in real life, would maybe have found it also difficult in real life when they didn’t have a computer. 

The pupils here have the opportunity to make longer lasting friendships. There is a difference in what you see in the world outside, than what is happening inside. 
6.VII. They are 24 hours in communication with each other. 

e.d. Personal believe
6.VII. There is a pressure. You all need to be the same, you don’t want it to happen that you are not a part from the group. You are weird when you are different. There is a kind of pressure on it and because of that it is harder to come to a personal faith. 

There are a lot of programs on TV which are about the going down of families. They send an other message in the media than what we teach. 

6.VIII. The media has a bad influence on this. On TV you see examples from bad things, like drinking alcohol and using drugs. When they listen to music wherein they use vulgar language, then they have a bad role model. They have a bigger temptation to do it. 
It is like a river, it is very strong. You do what you see and you think do not think it very trough at that age. 

Message from media 

f.a. Message from pop music 
7.1.I. Its more sexual than it used to be. I am shocked about how naked girls put themselves in clips. They are dancers and they do it to get paid. It makes girls think ‘oké, that is a way to behave’. Woman are now more sexualised in the media and in advertisements. You do not see man there. It seems to be telling that everything is just about sex. It is not about finding somebody to be with, because that’s the person where you want to be with forever. It is like a Mac Donald, you just get it.  

7.1.II. It is not relaxing. It causes stress. Pupils have noise in their ears all day long. It causes stress and it causes problems to your hearing. You don’t have time to think. They have a problem with silence.

The message has got less effect on adults than on teenagers. They use different part of their brains. 
7.1.III. You do what you want, you have to be happy. The music teaches you that you are central. They do not teach right and wrong. Parents have to teach their pupils.
7.1.IV. I do not listen to pop music.  But what I have heard seems to promote anti-biblical viewpoints. I would not be happy for my pupils today to listen to pop music.
7.1.V. The song-text in pop-music is not always pleasant. Maybe pupils do not pick up all of this. 

7.1.VI. I do not listen it. I does concern me that some of them listen to radio 1 and the things I sometimes hear in the songs, I don`t like. It is about sexual things. It is sexualised, also the videos which go with it. I don’t talk about it with them. 

7.1.VII. It can be fine. At this moment it is very bad that there is so much sexuality in pop-videos. They want the government to put a age-rate on it, but they didn’t do that yet. 

It shows you a way of living which is wrong. They easily take it over. We need to warn them for this. Some do have parental guidance on them. 

Some pupils in the class do know that it is wrong and behave themselves in this way. But others are more affected. 

There is a danger that it will be more at this school in the future. We teach them how they need to use internet in a sensible way. It is difficult to do this. Some of the pupils do wear a WWJD-bracelet. Sometimes I ask them what Jesus would do when He would see / do it. 

7.1.VIII. I would say that almost every song is having a bad message. It is about alcohol, drugs, sex and criminality. 

When parent do not teach their pupils very well, the media will teach them instead of the parents. Pupils need to be taught. When nobody does that, the media will do it and that’s not good. 

f.b. Message from soap series 
7.2.I.  They go from crisis to crisis. The moral thing of it is that sin will alway surface. In a way it is moralising. They want to see justice be done in the soap. I just think that there are too many of them. 
I don’t think that they give a good view on real life. People are more interested in what is happening in the soap than what is happening to their next door neighbour. 

7.2.II. It depends on where they go to school, who their friends are, how their parents teach them and also the background of the church. 

At home you have to be aware at what your pupils are watching. You must know what they watch. 

About the effect on their self image: I am concerned about females and their body image. There is a huge difference over the years. The people which are photographed in magazines: it is all about how you look. People are obsessed about how they look. You see this not so much here at Emmaus. You can notice a difference when new pupils come  in from other schools. They can be older when they come in and you can see it in how they look and how they think.

7.2.III. It shows a immoral way of life. People splitting of, go on with each other. Christians portrait in a bad way in soaps.  
7.2.IV. Soap series often encourage immoral and selfish lifestyles.  Homosexual relationships are shown as being acceptable. The language used is blasphemous and once again I would be most unhappy with my pupils watching soap series.
3.IV. Example: soaps. These show you a life-style which is not a Christian life-style in my eyes. Pupils can think this is a general accepted way of living. The respect for adults and police is gone. In the past there was more respect. You can see that the programs on TV put the police in a different light(not positive) and that stimulates pupils to not have respect for them anymore. 

7.2.V. These have got a powerful influence on the society. They present a view, it is not realistic. They show things and act like it is normal. For example: they show that people go and live together, instead of marrying. Also the language which they use is bad. But because of this it will get common. You get used to it. 

7.2.VI. I didn’t hear them talking about it, so I didn’t know that they watch this. 

Soaps are immoral. Teenagers which are pregnant, and have sex. It is all about immorality. It is not a good thing to watch them. You should discourage them to watch it. We try to get them to think about if it is helpful. So it will make them think about what they watch, I won’t just say that they must not do it. We try to make them sensible and responsible. 
7.2.VII. Not everybody in my class has got a TV. Not everybody is watching soaps. This is surprising, because most of the pupils at this age watch soaps. 

Sometimes soaps are good, because they take a look at theme’s which are actual in the society. When you have an older teenagers, you can talk about the questions which the soap does call up. 

In the lessons we need to let the pupils sometimes read books or watch movies where we do not agree with, but we can have a very open conversation about this with them.

For the pupils in the age 11 – 14 I wouldn’t take this kind of books. When they are older they can handle more, they can judge it better and they are less sensitive for the influence. 

Sometimes I hear that they have watched movies or red books which are not good. Sometimes you discover that it is bad after you watched it. But it gives you opportunities to talk about it. 

When you talk about the reason why they watched it, they say that everybody is watching it, so there is a kind of group-pressure. Also they sometimes say that they want to know where it is about in the world. 

7.2.VIII. I do not watch them by myself, but I heard about it. Some can be oké, but often they have bad language and many sexual things. It does not encourages teenagers to be respectful. You can see teenagers drunk and pregnant. It becomes a normal thing to do. Because of that I think that the influence is bad. 

f.c. Message from games
7.3.I. They love computer-games. I can see that they are addictive. It starts quit young. In my class already(kids from 6 to 8). Parents say: it is good, to learn to use the pc. But it is also hooking them in. Some persons play games across countries. You wonder how it is going to stop. It is not always negative. It can be. It depends on the way you use it. You need God given wisdom. 
My own parents did teach me to watch to things and to see if something was good or wrong. Because of this I had the skill to make choices. I was allowed to find out by myself if something was good. I could see that my behaviour was better than the friends who were around me, which needed to do things in secret. 
7.3.II. They see not really the effect of violence. It is different. It can be a danger. 

Some pupils can become more irritable of stressed because of the games. There is a big difference between getting stressed and murder someone. 
7.3.III. My daughter does only play harmless things. She likes to play word games. Murder and killing is not for her.. not a program for them.  
7.3.IV. Some computer games are violent. They take up much time. They prevent pupils from reading.
7.3.V. Probably boys play rough, aggressive games. I think violent games do have influence. 

7.3.VI. Some of them can be violent. You can spend hours on them, that is not good. It is passive. I don`t say that they do not do it at all, but it is just the time that they spend on it. I think parents should do something about it. It is about balance. Not too much one thing. Reading books is really important. 
7.3.VII. I do not talks so much about this with them.  
7.3.VIII. This is more regarding to boys. It depends on the game. When it is a racing-game, then there is no violence. Like need for speed. Sometimes it can have a bad influence, because you need to get away from the police. How faster you go, the better you are. It is good when you can escape from the police in the game. In real life this is different. 

About violent games… in some games, like GTI, you can just kill people and you can steal cars. It gives the wrong message, because the imagine that it is cool when you do this. 

In the USA you have got examples from teenagers who kill people in a school. There it is allowed to have knifes in your house. Years ago you didn’t have these problems. Now it is allowed to have weapons, it happens more often. 
3.VIII. I do play Call of duty too. I do it together with my friends. I think it is nice, because there is action in it. That is a boy-thing. Boys like action and guns. Girls do like more Barbie’s and dolls. It is not about the blood, it is the action which is the main thing. It can be addicting. In Call of duty you can see that how more you play, how better you play, you will get more weapons, clothes and things which you can use for your man. 

f.d. Message from Facebook
7.4.I. When it comes to Facebook, you give a lot of yourself. Maybe they should protect themselves more. To be more discreet. Be loyal to yourself and your family. Like: they say nasty things about their boss on the internet and do not think that their boss could read that too. Anybody can see it. Everybody can take it. 

7.4.II. It increases peer-pressure. They can spend a lot of time on it. It can be a waste of time. I notice this regarding to the pupils from Emmaus. 

It is different in different families. The more time you spend on the computer, the less time you have to do other things. 

My pupils are quit careful. I Googled their names and it was difficult to find them. I Googled other pupils and could find a lot more about them. My son had put something on internet what my daughters didn’t like. They talked to him about his conduct and he removed it. 

7.4.III. Excitement to take a look at Facebook. My daughter has it. Useful tool to chat with a friend in Australian. Only friends can see her. Do be aware that everybody can take a look at your Facebook. You can look at Facebook for other people to know them better. 

Privacy: I as a teacher tell them not to put any personal information on internet. We give some recommendation to put Facebook in a highest privacy level. 
7.4.IV. I am afraid that I have never used Facebook. 
7.4.V. I do not use it by myself. In itself it is just fine, but it also can be dangerous and un-pleasant. 

7.4.VII. Also about this I do not talk so much with them. It doesn’t belong to my lessons. Facebook is good and bad. There is a kind of pressure on how many friends you have got. Sometimes I am worried about who can enter the Facebook from my daughter. We have got a honest conversation about it. My daughter is very good, she doesn’t put pictures on it which are not good. Some friends of here do this, but my daughter tells me that they are silly. 

Sometimes the pupils in year nine have to give a presentation, to learn how to make a presentation. But I tell them then for example that they need to give a presentation about the advantages and the disadvantages from Facebook. 

They also did give a presentation about computers and books, about what is better. You could see a difference. The boys did prefer more the computer, but girls did like more the books. 

7.4.VIII. It is not violent, it is just to be in contacts with friends. You just must not accept everybody as a friend. I doesn’t have a bad message. There is a change that it is for young teenagers maybe a thing to get as much friends as possible. But I don`t think this is a very big issue. 

V. Teachers vision on media usage  /  The vision of the teachers on the (sensible) use of media from their pupils. 

Based on sub-question four: 
What is the vision of the concerning people regarding to sensible use of media from the teenagers? 


a. The staff and the government from Emmaus School


b. The parents of the teenagers 


c. The teenagers themselves 


a. Opinion from teachers about the media usage from the pupils 

8.I. Some Christian families protect their pupils to much, so they never can try out something. They take over what their parents tell them. Because of this they judge other people which do other things than they do self. 

For example: they are taught that all movies are bad. Then, when they see a good movie, they start to watch everything. They didn’t learn how to handle this. 

8.II. Some pupils use it to much. The older they are you allow them to use media, the better it is. 

You should start when they are 11 years old. You do not harm your kids when they have less media, they learn so fast. 
8.III. It is important that they consider and think about what they see on internet. They need to be answer what it is and need to weigh it up. The need to think it through.
8.IV. Media usage can be very helpful.  I have had some excellent Power Point presentations made by some of the pupils. The internet can be so helpful in providing information.
8.VI. If you talk about it in the class room. They use it to present their work and that is really positive. In some ways I am resistant, they must not depend on it. Like they much use books too. They can rely on that too much. It has benefits. It is like fashion(interactive whiteboards). After a while it is not new anymore and it decreases. 
8.VII. Media is making them passive. 

b. Message which the teachers want to learn to the pupils 
9.1.I. Discernment. They need to be able to look at things and to evaluate in the light of the Bible. 

That is a skill that needs to be taught. Pupils are not wise. They can be clever, but that doesn’t mean that they are wise. Some are clever, some are not. But they all can learn to be wise.  

9.1.II. That they should think about everything related to the Bible. Is it good, is it true, does it meet Gods standards. John uses media too much. We try to get him to make good decisions. 
9.1.IV. You need to be very careful with your use of the media. It can be very helpful but it can also be very damaging.  Any use of the media should be done in the light of Phillipians 4:8. 
9.1.V.  As a Christian school we need to learn them to look to things in a Christian way. How does God think about what you are doing. Would He be happy with it? 

9.1.VI. We tend not to use computers to much in the lower schools. Here they use it more, the elders use it most of all. It is something more for the parents. 
9.1.VII. I think you should be selective in what you are using. Not everything you use it suitable. You need to be careful, because other people can also get access to your data. You need to use it in a wise way. And do not use it for a too long time. 

When my pupils are naughty I give them a screen-less day. They are not allowed to use a screen. When my son for example didn’t do his tasks in the house well, he will get the next day a screen-less day. 

Sometimes we talk about what we saw on the television. We talk about what they watch and why they watch it. We talk about what good or wrong is. For example: ‘big brother’. Sometimes I have these conversations in the lesson, sometimes in the break and also sometimes at home. 

9.1.VIII. When they make their homework at the computer, it looks much better, because they can make it much more beautiful. About TV, when they could find French channels, I would stimulate it, but that is just because of the language. 

About the mobile phone: it has got two objectives: fun and education. I give them French music on their telephone, so they can listen it. 


c. Boundaries  

9.2.I. Yes. Not allowing them to spend hours and hours on it. Also make it be done in a public place. So you can see what they do. And it is also important that you are not afraid to draw the line somewhere. For example: pull the plug out when it is getting to bad. You are the parent. I think parents are afraid of the reaction from their pupils. 

They need to explain. You do not need to give them too much information. Sometimes you just need to say that they have to listen, because you are the mother. For example: I see you hit someone at the pc in the virtual world and now you hit someone in reality. Because of this I forbid you to play the game. Why? Because I am your mother. 

A child needs to know that it is beloved. When they know that they are beloved, they know that they won’t be judged. Bad things can happen, but they shall be secure. As a parent you know your child and if you see something bad happening to the child, you need to tell them rules. 
9.3.I. Not allowing them to spend hours and hours on it. Also make it be done in a public place. 

9.2.II. Yes. The media is such a big thing. My son sometimes used it to much. Then we set some boundaries. Other times he is not using it to much. It is very difficult to set a boundary, because it is not black and white. 
Some parents teach their pupils that they only can watch a movie when they have seen it by themselves. For me it is important that they learn to make their own choices. And you do not teach it them in that way. 

You start with teaching that very young. It is a way of life and you learn to make your own choices in what is good or wrong. In my family I try to raise my kids in this way. 

At school I can set very clear boundaries. Harry Potter and Pokémon were an issue. We do not have Harry Potter in school. We say: not in school, it is up to your parents. Parents should make such decisions. 

In school the computer turns of when the school is over. They can’t go on the computer after school time.
9.3.II. In school it is not really. If a child would have something what we do not like, we would take it from them and at the end of the day give it to them, telling them that they need to take it home. 

Time limits are important. No violent games or movies. Also anything of a sexual nature we don`t want to have. 

We don’t have a particular problem with fantasy. If you can tell the difference between good and bad in the movie, it is oké. This stories can give you great fun. 

9.2.III. Definitely. They are still pupils. They need boundaries. They are going to make right choices when they become older. Example to protect pupils of the fire. Also in the area internet.

Important that teenagers use internet, media in public rooms.  Let them know what is right and wrong. 

Pupils had to read books with several content, also wrong contents, because it is literature. First you need to control it more and then you can make them more free.
9.2.IV. Most definitely, in terms of what is used and how much it is used.  Parents should have very careful guidelines and should monitor their pupils’s' use of the media.
9.2.V. When a TV-program shows you a way of living which is wrong, you should turn it off. Is it healthy, is it advisable, is it honouring God? If it is not like this, even when the program is nice, I would advise to turn it off or watch something else. 

We need to make all the decisions we make, on the grounds of the Bible. You need to have the strength to turn things off or to throw them away. We need to learn this to the teenagers trough advising them. We can only do that when they are at school, they also go home and then they can keep doing it. For example when their parents are gone. You can’t control it, we can only advise them. 

9.2.VI.  The parents should draw the line somewhere. They must not let them just do something. 
9.3.VI. There must be a limit and not make pupils stick to it. The parents should be monitoring what the pupils watch. Some pupils watch movies which are above their age. That’s a shame.  You should have a time limit on it.
9.2.VII. Yeah. In how long they spend on it. Why? Because otherwise they do not learn to communicate. I can see this. It is not good when they are the whole day sitting behind a screen. 

9.3.VII. You need to control what they are watching and what they are playing. I wouldn’t let my own son play fighting games. I think it is not necessary that he learns how he can fight with other people. I explained this to him and he understands it. 

It is also important to take a look at the age-rate on the film. Sometimes you cannot trust it. In that case I would tell my son that he wasn’t allowed to watch it. 

Also when they use bad language or they swear it shouldn’t be allowed. And when the content of the program is meant for adults my son would also not be allowed to watch it.  

9.2.VIII. Yes. 
9.3.VIII. When I would have my own pupils I would make some rules. 
About the TV: I know that it has got a bad influence, for example in music. I would tell pupils to zap to another channel. Also I would want to watch together with them, because I want to know what they see. When it would be a bad program, I would tell them to turn it off. 

About computers: I would use a filter for my pupils 

There is also needed a time-limit. He depends on the situation. When you use media to relax it is fine, but if they still had homework what they need to do, then they need to do that first. Homework has got priority. 

d. Role from the school and the parents in the media-raising  

10.I. Parents are in charge. They are given the authority by God. They need to use that. As a teacher you can never undermine the authority of the parents. The parents are the prime-responsibility. 
In state-schools the parents lay down the responsibility to much at the school, at the state, because they are the experts. 

But parents need to keep the authority, because they know their pupils. It is primarily the responsibility of the parents.  When they don’t take the responsibility they need help from the school, but that is not the situation from where you start. 
Everything what I do as a teacher must uphold the parent. You must not give the impression that you(as school or government) are wiser than the parent. You must not undermine the authority of the parents. 

When you teach the pupils something in the class and a child is telling you that his parent is saying something different, you are not allowed to undermine the authority from the parent. 

10.II. Parents and school have to work together, because if you don`t than it is very (these day) a hopeless situation. 

Sometimes parents think different. Like I wanted to do ‘The Lion, the witch and the wardrobe’ as a playing, but some parents really got upset, so finally we didn’t do it. 

I think that there are times when parents need education. I hope they make good choices in their parenting. I would like to see more parenting courses in the church. The church should have a greater influence. When a child comes to school at 5 years old, there is happened already so much, so you are already late. There need to be worked on it before. There are parents which never have been told how to bring up pupils. It is very difficult. 

Like in some churches you have a pre-marriage course. There should also be a parenting-course for young parents too. 
10.III. School time is for the school and when they are at home it is for the parents.

Give them ground rules. Rules are different when they come home. 
10.IV. The major role must be the parents.  In school the use of media can be carefully controlled.  At home there is more opportunity for the pupils to use media on their own and parents have the responsibility for monitoring this.
10.V. Fundamentally, everything should turn back to the parents. We as a school are here just to support the parents, because pupils belong to the parents. We support the parents in their thing. 
We don’t teach here about media, but sometimes we advise, but that’s only in other things. For example when we have assembly. We don’t have very much to teach about media. We don’t talk about it too much with the younger pupils. About the older pupils I don’t know if they talk about it with them. 
3.V. I think pupils need to be protected for the media till they are 15. At this school parents are very protecting towards their pupils. 

The parent needs to decide what the best is for the family. It is better that you choose what you want to watch than that you watch everything. Parents are responsible for their pupils. When pupils grow up, they will make more and more their own choices, but as long as they live at home, they live in their parents’ house. And the parents can make the rules. 

10.VI. You should have a time limit on it. But that is up to parents. Some people use the TV as a babysit-service. It would go to discuss about it with them. It is useful to have a conversation with the pupils about it. 
10.VII. The parents have got a big role. The school must support the parents. Sometimes I have got conversations with parents about the books which the teenagers read. They ask me which books are suitable for their daughters. I recommend then things. 
I think that parents are not very aware of everything what you can buy. Sometimes the pupils want to see things wherefrom the parents do not know what it is. We, as a school, also don’t know everything and we would like to know more. 

For us it is different, we didn’t grew up with the modern media, so we don’t know what it is. For example: I can say that Facebook is good, because I do not see the dangers, but I don’t know much about it. 

An idea: maybe it is good to have a kind of newsletter to communicate with the parents. When they want to know more after reading it, they can ask it. 

Also we could organize information/discussion evenings. 

Some parents don’t have problems with media, others are not aware and others are very aware. 

10.VIII. In the assembly they teach what is good. They are told from the Bible and know what they need to follow. Here they get a better influence than at other schools, they have got good role-models. Many parents at the school are Christian and do the same thing. 
I think that it is important to teach the teenagers here how they can use media in a sensible way. Many parents do also do this, but maybe not all of them, in that cases it is important that the school is teaching it to them, because that’s the only good influence they get at their age. 


e. Important things in media-raising from the pupils  
11.I. Everything with media is about to say the pupils. You need to train them well to know what is wrong or right. Mostly they have some idea of what is wrong or right. They have got the feeling from themselves about what is good and what is wrong. But they need to be trained in this. They need to grow to wisdom. 

Everyone has a conscience. If you keep yourself to sin, your conscience is not hard anymore. You stop feeling bad about it and it is easier to do it. You get used to it. This is regarding to all the parts of peoples life. We need to try and help people to use the bible, to overcome this things. 
Parents need to give their pupils more weapons. They should to be in control. But if the child wants, it can get what it wants(like in a internet-café). You need to talk with them, be open, warn them. There are good things in media, but also wrong things. Talk about it. 

Everything wants you to think in their way. Like when you read a book, they want you to think in their way. Even the Bible wants that. Why does a person say what he says? What are they trying to make you think? You must be aware of that. 
11.III. We need to keep it under control till they can do it by themselves. 
11.VII. I would like to teach them to use a library, because they use internet too easy. They must learn to search for information. You need to teach them research. 

f. Things to learn the pupils about sensible media-usage  

12.I. Think about what you are reading, think about where you are going. Teenagers are capable. They just need to think about it. 

Probably we, as teachers, don`t know enough about what’s out there. The worst places we don`t know. Do you have to know to a strip-club to know that it is wrong? We have got a principal. We do not have to go to see the worst aspects to know that it is wrong. 

Maybe teenagers don`t know the long-term-effects. Now teenagers can access it much younger. They can get things which you could get in the past only when you were older. 
You need to teach the pupils that God has an opinion about things and that God wants to be involved in your life. You need to teach them the things they need to be in that life. Of course they will sin, because Adam and Eve did that too. 
Media is a part of a large range of things. It starts with teaching them the big principals for living. It might go back to who God is and who they are. God cares about the details about our life. It is about self-image. 
12.II. It is about your use of time. The part of it for me is how you use your time. You can really waste a lot of time, like on Facebook. There was a program on TV about Facebook. It can take so much time. Where does schoolwork come in? Where do you learn skills? 
It is also important to think and to set it in the light of the Bible. It is really about how you use it. You can use internet very good, you can use it for many things. I buy there many things and I search for information. It got to be used well. 

12.IV. In a Christian School the guidelines must be that all that is done should be for the glory of God.

12.V. When they need to search for something at school at the internet, several websites are blocked. At home not all the parents have got a filter. In school you have to have a filter. When they grow up and leave home, they need to use the media in the way they learned it. They need to apply what they learned about good and bad. The ground-rules are very important in this.  

12.VII. They need to learn discernment. In the lessons ICT they get information about safety and so on. 
12.VIII. You need to coach the teenagers, you need to be their guide. 

g. Knowledge which the teachers do need to teach about sensible media-usage 

13.1.I. Probably I don’t know exactly what everything is. I have never been in a sexshop. I do not come there. I know that it is bad, but I don’t know exactly how it looks inside. On internet you also have got this kind of places. 
Probably it is better when you know more. But you have got also your own hart, how much can you handle? 

The knowledge of the teenagers worlds changes so quickly. When you teach pupils about drugs for example, you can also make them curious and make them that they want to experiment with it. 

Like: there is a lot sex-education, but there is still very much teenage-mothers. It is more important to teach them the big principals, about who they are. 
13.1.II. A lot more than we do now. We don’t know what music they are listening too. I know a little bit more about the films they are watching. We don’t know what is going into their mind. And I think that parents know it neither. 
The teachers need to know the message / content of the media that the teenagers use. If you want to know something about a film or music you can go to a website like www.focusonthefamily.com The problem is just that when you have a busy life that you do not have time to take a look at it. You need to know what is going on in the society, so you see what influences them. 
13.1.III. Be aware of the danger about the internet. It is not needed that they know everything from internet. But general information about the sorts of websites you have got. 
13.1.IV. In a Christian School Biblical principles must be taught.  See Phil 4:8
13.1.V. When they want to teach something, they need to know where they talk about. When they advise the pupils that they have to watch something for their homework, then the teacher must have watched it by himself before. You need to know what you give them. You need to be up to date with where teenagers nowadays care about. 
13.1.VI. Some things I am aware of. If you would like to have an intelligent conversation with them, you need to know where you talk about. It is all changing all the time. A lot of things have changed so much and because I am older I am not interested in it anyway. Maybe it would be necessary for them to have more knowledge about it, if they want to talk with the teenagers. 
13.1.VII. I would like to have more knowledge. I would like to know more about where they have got access to at internet. I also would like to know more about the background from the computer-games which they play. 

13.1.VIII. I think it is a good thing that teachers know what it is to be a teenagers in these days. They have to know what the good and the bad things are. Maybe you don’t have to experience everything, for example you don’t have to drunk once to know what it is. 

About Facebook: it is easier when the know what it is, because it hasn’t got a real bad influence, so they can use it. 


h. Coaching for teachers

13.2.I. I would always be keen to learn about how I can help the pupils. I do not know if it is really necessary, because I do not teach the teenagers. 
I would like to have more knowledge, but I don’t know if I would change the way I teach. The principals are still the same as 2000 years ago. First of all they need to be saved. They need to feel that they are loved, they need to feel that you are interested in them. 
13.2.II. I think it is really important. Also it is important for parents. It is a danger in strict churches that the pupils are scared to tell their parents what they do, so they do it in secret. For me it is important that my pupils tell me the truth, it doesn’t matter what it is. 

It is more important that you trust your pupils that they make the good decisions. When you set very strict boundaries, then they want to go over it. It depends on the child, but you need to take this in account. You need to stimulate them to make good choices. 

When you lie against me, you lose my trusting.  
13.2.III. No, so long as all the teachers know the rules and policy about media usage. 
13.2.IV. No. 

13.2.V. I don’t need it for myself, because I only teach the younger pupils. We do not use media there. It is not necessary, it is irrelevant. 

13.2.VII. Yeah! Because I need to work a lot with media in my teaching, but I don’t know much about it. I use a lot of media in my lessons.  

13.2.VIII. It can be good. You can learn things where you didn’t think about before. You can learn from it. I would be interested in it. 


i. Vision on sensible media-usage 

13.I. I would trying to have a good balance. It is a good principal to have 6 days work, the 7th day rest. Maybe you should make that day without screens and so on. Some people have a screen-less day. Like they do not watch anything on that day. There is a big distance between me and the world of teenagers. 

Parents worry a lot about social-network sites. They think that their kids spend too much time with it. 

When people would ask me I would tell them a lot, but I maybe wouldn’t feel comfortable to have it on the net. I am worried about bullying. People can use media to bully other pupils. Media is a opportunity for good, but it is also a opportunity to sin. 

Computers are coming in our houses trough the backdoor. Many people have rules like that you are not allowed to go to the cinema, but with help from the computer they can get everything they want to get. It comes in their house. There are dangers. 

13.VII. You can use all those things very sensible and very good. You just need to be careful in what you are using. You have to use it in a good way. 

i.a. TV

13.II. It is a really nice thing to do, to come together as a family and watch a program or DVD together. You can broaden a child’s taste. It also can be wasting of time, because you can sit a long time behind the screen. You feel guilty that you have to other things and don`t stand up and at the end of the evening you feel rubbish. 

13.IV. Very little TV is of benefit other than documentaries.
13.V. They watch this at home, so the parents need to control it. 


i.b. Internet

13.II. It is useful for information, but you can get addicted.
13.IV. The internet is good but needs to be carefully monitored.

13.V. Parents need to be involved and keep an eye on it. They should take a filter and they also should have a timelimit. 
i.c. Games

13.II. It can be useful, but it also can be addictive. 

13.IV. The problem with games is that they can be addictive. This needs care!
13.V. Parent should allow them to buy only specific games. 

i.d. Radio

13.II. I don’t like it. It made me tired to listen all the time to it. You can have programs where in bad is trade as good thing. It is important what you watch. 
13.IV. Some radio is good for instruction, for example news and documentaries. Classical music concerts are good. Much of the rest in unhelpful. 
13.V. I don’t think this is a big issue. I think teenagers do not listen to it very much. Nowadays they listen less to the radio, because they have got IPods and they choose the music which they like. When parents have got the opinion that a radio channel is not good, they should forbid it.  
i.e. Magazines

13.IV. It depends on the magazine.

13.V. This is a bigger issue, because some magazines show a way of living where we do not agree with. But also at this point it is important what the parents allow or what they do not allow.  

13.II. Relation with Philipians 4. It is very difficult to be black and white about it. It must be your own decision. Everybody has its own weakness.

j. Possibilities and risks from internet 

14.2.I. There are special risks for Christian families. It has not been around long enough for them to think about all the possibilities that it is bringing. If you for example would buy a CD, you could see that it is having bad words you could protect your child for it. On internet they can get it very easy. But internet has also got many blessings. We also don’t say that all the books are bad because there are some worse books. God has given us the potential to put computers in to this world. 

14.1.II. You can find a lot of information. 
14.2.II. You can be addicted. It can be wasting of time.  

14.1.III. It is a world of information. Beautiful. Positive site of Facebook. Force of great good.
14.2.III. Teach to manage internet good. Minimize the risks. 
14.1.IV. The internet is a tremendous source of information and communication

14.2.IV. The internet has been used increasingly for pornography and for making contact via sites such as Facebook for unhelpful contacts, etc.
14.1.V. Research and finding information became much easier. It makes education easier. It is useful. The problem is that you get to much information. That was a problem when I was teaching the older pupils. They weren’t very precisely. They saw something and directly they copy and paste it. They need to learn how they can see if something is relevant or not. 
You need to search for a balance in how much you use it. You also must have the skill to use a book. 
14.2.V. It makes the pupils not specific. It is un-thinking. They don’t think so much about things. When you do not have a filter there can appear things on the screen which you do not want your pupils to see. 

Multi-tasking is bad for their homework. It depends on their personality, because I can also listen to music while I am correcting schoolwork.  

14.2.VI. They depend too much on the spellchecker. They do not know their grammar. Also it makes them lazy. You can do a lot of grafts on the computer, but I also let them draw it with their hands. 
14.1.VII. You can very easy find a lot of information and you can stay easily in contact with people. 

14.2.VII. You can come on websites which are not very proper. 

k. Role of the media in the future in the lives from the pupils from Emmaus School 

15.I. Based on what happened unto now, I do not have a clue. It is changing so quickly. I don`t know what we will get. Maybe you won’t need to go to the shop to buy a newspaper anymore, you will just have it at your kindle(i-book). But maybe everything will crash and we need to go back to old times again. You don`t know...  

Trough media Gods word can go wider to places where it couldn’t come before. Like, in the past Bibles were very expensive, because they need to be written by hand. When the printing press came that gave an opportunity to many people to have a Bible in their house. Maybe the media will give us the opportunity to spread the word in countries like China and Korea. 

15.II. I wouldn’t want it to be bigger. I think it is important to use the computer for kids, but they also need to write. They need to learn the skill. 
Quite often they need to make Power Point presentation. That is really good. It is really valuable. They made a Power Point presentation about a subject for biology and now they really know what it is. You always must question, is this good for the child? 

We made education fun. It was always: education is boring, so we need to make it nice. But the thing is that when you learn new things that is exiting. This is a danger. 
15.III. It will increase. Not turning away from internet and more in books. Hope that books will kept to learn from. There is a lot of interesting stuff of internet. Learning to judge website, why they believe it. A few have an exam in ICT. It is necessary to learn them all about media usage. 

15.IV. I would hope that the school would instil into the pupils good, Biblical principles for their use of the media, however, the primary role in this is the parent.
2.2.IV. It is good when there is coming more media in the school. It gives us possibilities and we need to use that chance. The problem is that it is expensive and that we do not have the money to buy the things. 

I have been teaching in the past in a State-school. There they do have more money, so also more possibilities. It is the money that keeps us away from buying and using them. 

15.V. It will get better and better all the time. At this school the process will go slow, because we do not have so much money. At the other schools it will go faster. The pupils can look up many things much quicker. 
15.VI. There are positive things that you can do on it, like our maths programs which they can do online. It gives me reports of what they are doing. I want it more, but in a limited way. 
There are plenty things you can use on the computer. I want to have a balance. Still they must use books and must keep writing. Being discerning is important. Pick out the positive things of it. You have consider it first. 
15.VII. The role of the media will increase. I think that we need to go with it. On the other hand we need to think about what is good for us, is it good to sit so long behind your computer? 

In this school we use many films. At this time we read a book and talk about it. Maybe in the future we will watch movies and talk about them. I would be interested to teach about it. 

VI. The role would you give the school and yourself to learn your child sensible media usage?

17. Do you think it is necessary for the teenagers to be supervised/coached in the way they use media? 

17.I. I think that human nature by what it is you probably need to keep an eye on it. But you also need to trust a relationship. Try to demonstrate to them that you trust them. When they abuse that trust you need to stop them.  

If you start by a position to a child that you don’t trust them, you treat them to be sneaky. The only way that you can get that is by spending time with them. You need to listen to them and not only telling what you think. 

You need to show them that you want their company, that you want to be with them. 
17.II. Yes, I do. When I was young, you had to be critical about the books you read. Now you also need to be critical. It is a skill to learn. The reason why it is harder these days, is that there is so much. 

17.IV. Yes, there needs to be supervision.
17.V. This need to be done at school and at home. At school you steer them towards by giving them assignments. When you do this, you steer them in a way which you want them to go. 

There is no special curriculum for this, there is no special setting for it, it just comes up in some talks you have. 
17.VI. The ICT teacher is learning them about that they need to be careful on the internet. They are supervised in that way. When they use the computers in the classroom, I see what they do. 

It is a task of the school partly. It is not just a task of the school. Parents need to monitor it too. 
Conversation with parents: it would be a little bit hard to fix it that everybody has got the same ground-thoughts.  
I am not a big fan of teenagers having their own TV in their bedroom. There are some parents who could monitor the pupils more, but maybe it is also about a different vision. I don’t know if it is a task of the school to talk about it with the parents. 
17.VII. Yes. I must not go and stand behind them, but I need to stimulate them to think about what they do. We are very carefully now with what they do on internet. We don’t go to stand behind them, I trust them in what they do. When they ignore or do not obey the boundaries, there will be a consequence. 

17.2 Do you think this is a task of the school too? 

17.2.II. Parents and school do need to work together. 
17.2.IV. When media is being used in school then it is the school's responsibility to ensure that it is used properly.

17.2.V. It is the parents and schools responsibility together.  
17.2.VI. It does need to be monitored. And it is also a task from their parents. 
17.2.VII. Yes, but together with the parents.  


17.3 How would you like to do this? Do you have any ideas about it?
17.3.I. If I would have lots of money and lots of time... I would like to have every child in the school a laptop to show them beautiful websites. Even how I showed them good books. I would show them wonderful places. (I read the books from Tolkien). When they would be interested I would show them more on internet. Let’s go and find a good website. But it is still important that pupils learn to search for information in books and dictionaries. You need to have both. 
17.3.II. A lot of it happens outside the school. The parents must be educated. This study might help us to draw a conclusion. It is always going to be people overreact(throw the TV away). 

It is most important that you can talk about it. I really think that need to give media-education to parents before they get pupils. I would like to have parents evening about this, but also about sexual education. Because I think it is the parents job. I think our role as a school is to help the parents. 
17.3.IV. By personal example and by limiting the use of it.
17.3.V. Probably you do not do it in a direct way at this school. It comes back in the basic things which we learn them, and which do come back every year. Everything is going back to that. Hopefully the teenagers understand that we approve of this and I hope they will know with what we do not agree. We hope that they understand what God wants them to do and not to do. 

Teenagers must be stimulated to think about what they see in films and books. This comes back in conversations with them and then you talk about it. This is the way how you coach them. 

A special program for coaching their media-usage is not necessary. When it would come, it would be needed for class 4. But the problem is that there is no time. 

Primarily I hope that they get a message from home and we also try to teach them good things. 

17.3.VI. It does need to be monitored. And it is also a task from their parents. 

17.3.VII. We should do more with media-education. Trust in the teenagers is very important for the teenagers. It happened in the past that we did send a letter to parents when we would look at a website where parents maybe wouldn’t agree with. Once I had to teach about a book in year 11 which wasn’t a good book. We did send the parents a letter about this. We explained to the teenagers that the language was bad and that we do not use this words. We also took a look with them at the motivation of the writer to use this kind of words. Mostly I strike out the curses when I see them in books.
